The
precedent it established then aa the
ace of the Publlx theatres, to-
gether with its particular type . of
stage presentations, has made it a
standard torch bearer athong. . the
popular de luxe picture houses , in
the country.
In three years a lot of things can

and have happened. And on the oc-
casion of the Faramount's third
birthday a significant mark ia noted
in its gala anniversary revue. If
this lavish and expensive stage
show is a symbol, then the trend of
picture house entertainment in gert-
eral, a,nd that in Publix theatres
particularly, may be expected to
undergo a variegated if not entirely
radical change.

Publlx was first in assembling
the stage ba:*d policjr and now it
appears it is also parainount in dis-
sembling it for the sake of creating
a new and different style. In its
anniversary unit, it succeeds bnly
as far as going back to the original,
nucleus of the presentation idea-
variety. Of course, with embellish-
ments, evolving color schemes and
scenic magnificence, but just the
same it's vaudeville in essence.

They are the food stocks, the to

baccbs and the popular priced
amusement companies operating on
a modest box office scale.

There is nothing deep in the ex-
planation. People have to eat
whether business is good or bad
Men (and women, too, as it hap
pens these days) smoke more when
they are disheartened or unem
ployed, and the I'ecords demonstrate
clearly that in times of Industrial
stress the popular price theatres
flourish because depressed people
seek the theatre as a relief from
&loom. During the business trou
bles of both 1921 and 1926, when
conditions similar to those of this

moment prevailed, the film corpora
tlons did as good, or better business
than in normal times.
There is nothing fanciful about

this. It is the common, talk of cus
tomers' rooms from Bowling Green
to 125th street, and • it has helped
enormously in stiffening up the de

In like manner
during the break of last December
the list dropped nearly\ 40 points
from 296 to 257, reboundied in the
following three weeks to 307> and
held fairly close to that level from
Jan. 2 to June 10, when the pyro-
technics of last summer started,

7, we^lghing about 300^ In the strug-
gle after the attempt . to stab ' had
been frustrated by Mrs. Cox, who
grabbed Innes' hand bearing a long
carving knife.

Sudden cancellation of an en-
gagement for a Truro theatre <yn-
tracted by a company of which he
and bis wife were members was
given by Innes as his reason for'

drinking bootleg liquor and run-
ning amuck In the hotel, "owned by
Cox, brandishing the carving knife.

City officials had agreed to fur-
nish enough money for the per-
formers to ^ reach Monc^on, N. B.,

tiie nearest U. S. consul. The. con-
sulate wias to supply the fiinds to

carry Innes and his wife to Sprel,

Que., where they said they were

. comfortably laid out,
well lighted and satisfactorily ven-
tilated. Gabel has started this sea-
son by striking a new note in Yidr
dish drama in presenting a play that
is almost 50% In English- and adorn-<
Injg it with a modernistic touch, that
indicates the East Side is looking
toward ;^roadway more than ever.
{Sq much does this pieoe convey the
regenerated Americanization of the
Yiddish stage that it goeig as far as
injecting a non-Jew actor and char-
acter, who- doesn't speak a .word of
Yiddish In this pliay. Only It prob-
ably fails to get over to a majority
of the audience In the abundance of
English spoken by the rest of the
Cast.
To an outsider this foreign irtjec-

tlon in the play has many humorous
slants. For example, there is a
scene in the .second act where Tom
McManus. political boss, goes into
an Irish brogue harangue with the
District Attorney (Gabel), who is
addressing him in Yiddish. Must be
seen and heard to be appreciiated.
As far as known, this Is probably
the first time a non-Jew actor has
been permitted to occupy a promi-
nent position on the Yiddish stage.
Its occurrence bears out the trend
ot.as.simllation:j)limahy:lfirelgjj ele-^
ments—including both Jew ,and
Christian—into the American mass.

Love and Politics" Is an adroitly!,
directed, handsomely acted and a
well sustained meller, but its appeal
Is necessarily limited. Younger'
generation will not go for this sort
of thing and the older ones willdcon-

a fixed payment which will be its

proportion of the $550,000 a year to

UPSTATE CO. SUES PAR.

FOR TREBLE DAMAGES

Buffalo, Nov. 26.

An action .for damages of $1,000,-

000 iEisked by the Lock Theatre, Inc.,

of Lockport, N. Y., against Para-
mount, its officers and subsidiary

companies, and Schlne ChaiQ The-
atres, Inc., was revealed in Supreme
Court here this week when counsel
for the defendants made a motion
to dismiss the complaint before
Judge Hinkley. Suit is brought
trader the Connelly anti-monopoly
law and treble damages are sought.

Plalntin alleges that it oWns a
theatre building in Lockport a,nd
that as a result of a; conspiracy on
the parf of the defendant it was
forced to accept a lease of the. the-
atre a.t a low and insufficient reve-
nue from , the Lockport Operating.
Co., a subsidiary of the picture oc-
topus. Actual loss alleged by the
plaihtiflC is $22,000, together with al-
leged damage to the tanarket value
of the property by reason of the
defendants' act. A judgment for
waste was also Included. With
treble damages the total Is in ex-
cess of $1,000,000.

. Dismissal of the complaint was
asked in Supreme Court on the
ground that the complaint, which
Is voluminous, is insufficient to con-
stitute a cause of action. Prank
Qi Ralchle, Buffalo attorney, ap-
pears for the defendants and: Con-
gressman S. W. Demp^ey is attor-
ney for Lock City Theatres, Inc.
Ralchle Is a partner In the firm of
Donovan & Ralchle, the senior
member of which. Col. W. J. Dono-
van, was until recently supervising
head of the anti-trust division of
the Department of Justice.

Plaintiff's cause of action Is based
upon a claim of being compelled to
lease its theatre in July, 1925,- to
the Lockport Operating Corp*, a
subsldialry of the defendants, for
seven years at an annua] rental of
$20,000 and 40 percent of the net
profits. Plaintiff states that up to
1927 the defendants presented high
class attractions In the theatre, but
thereafter offered inferior attrac-
tions due to the fdct that the de-
fendants then refused to sell pic-
tures to Schlne in Lockport and en-
tered into an agreement to force
the plaintiff to surrender its lease
and enter into a new lease in con-
sideration for which Schlne was to
resume exhibiting Paramount pic-
tures. It is also alleged that the
plaintiff was forced, for the pur-
pose of preventing further injury
to Itself, to enter Into a new lease
for 10 years at a flat rental of $30,-
000 a year. Plaintiff states that
the theatre has a rental value and
earning power of $66,000 annually
and an Increased market value of
$160,000, for which the treble dam-
ages are asked.,.

Defendant maintains that even if

a monopoly exists in Lockport the
only person who could claim dam-
ages under the anti-trust law would
be a competitor of the plaintiff, and
that If a monopoly exists the plain-
tiff is a party to it by permitting
its property to be used by the al-
leged combination when Its proper
remedy should be an action to can-
cel the lease.

In "The Love Parade," 2d star-
ring talker fOr Maurice Chevalier,
"it" man from France, Paramount
has its first original screen operetta,
production whose story is more than
made tip in magnificence of sets and
costumes, tuneful music, subtlety of
direction, comedy and general ap-
peal. . It's a fine, near-grand enter-
tainment.
At the outset the Chevalier per-

sonality is put to the fore in the
riiaririer the Parisian music hall star
knows best. He sings "Paris, Stay
the Same," with straw hat and all,

as he leaves the city of Joy to return
to Sylvania. In this number per-
haps more than any other in the
entire picture he is the Chevalier of
"Innocents of Paris" in bold relief,

Following this light and cheery
melody, admirably done, the French
Star has to go into the stifC

military and other costumes that
the kingdom of Sylvania demands.
Later, however, he does a number

similar in nature, '^Nobody's Using
It Now," referring In the main to
his sex appeal and permitting Che
valier to indulge the tricky flashes
that go to make up his ingratiating
personality; At other times it Is
the way in which the French star
obviously holds hlriiself in check and
frequently tries to be the dramatic
actor in too big a way that detracts
from ..a distinct impression, such as
he made in "Innocents of .Paris."
There should never be any attempt
at involving the Par "It" man In
heavy stuff, as he immediately ap-
pears to go entirely out of his
meter. ..

In Jeanette MacDonald, Ingenue
prima donna from Broadway with
"Bioom Boom," "Yes, Yes, Yvette"
and "Angela" behind her on the
legit, stage. Chevalier had an actress
Opposite who all but steals the
picture. Her persoriality, looks and
Voice make "Love Parade" all the
more a charming, Intriguing picture
for the masses, with the actress'
appeal coupled with that of Cheva-
lier's rendering It the surefire qual-
ities essential to Its future record
as an outstanding talker- production
of the year.
As Queen Louise, a none-too-

haughty ruler of the mythical king-
dom that is hers, Miss MacDonald
is everything that a queen In the
popular (film) conception of the
word should be. Ernst Lubltsch,
who well knows the value of charm,
Introduces the new musical talker
star In a scene where she is awak-
ening from a lovely dream. In
the most gossamar of boudoir rai-
ment, the director gives her her first
cue for a huriiber, "My Dream
Lover," and then marches her to the
bath, where, as orily Lubltsch would
do It In a case of this kind, some
comedy relief Is Injected.
There Is nothing about Miss Mac-

Donald's . perform.ance that would
indicate the tklker is a new medium
of expression that she cannot rise
to superbly. She photographs beau-
tifully, speaks with a clarity and
softriess altogether pleasing, and in
song nuriibers is always equal to the
occasion. Miss MacDonald has a
fine operetta voice, with none of the
qualities that make the recording
Job a difficult one, while her manner
of delivery Is particularly engaging.
There's riot the slighest doubt that

the success of "Love Parade" en-
Joys will be due in a large measure
to this new find from the musical
comedy stage.
Considering .Miss MacDoriald's

side, Chevalier made an excellent
opposite, and especially in view of
the story, which says that the phi-
landering Parislari, brought back to

affairs as' a military attache In
France's capital, must, In accepting
marriage to the queen, keep his fin-
gers out of all matters of state,
rome second in consideration about
the palace at all times, and not-only
Obey the queen In a husbandly .sort
of way, but be subject to her com-
manda, even to the point of .having
to appear in the best of humor when
the antfthpsis is the feeling.

In rebelling at. this attitude and
condition, CheValier goes In for the

heavy acting. It is unpleasant see-
Ing him try to look tragic. Were It

not for the comedy relief about the
middle of the picture, when it is in-
clined to drag a little, this part (a.

couple of reels) would be tiresome.
The wedding Is an extravaganze^

with one of the largest sets ever
built used for it, but, musically,
lacks the punch of other scenes. In
scenic splendor and atmosphere
Lubltsch has nothing to his credit
to match this, and in the actual
wedding ceremony, with the queen
in the usual Bertedlct role,' even to
placing the ring on her wedded's
finger, the German director had an
opportunity to indulge in the touch
of smartness and sophistication for
which he is rioted.
The sequences in which the to-be-

chastised pririce meets the queen
for the first time and the dinner
date that evening also gave Lubitscli,
ample chance to apply his touch.
But the best sequence In the en-

tire picture frorii all angles Is tow-
ard the pnd, where the queen,
cbnvlnced her husband is deter-
mined on leaving her to return to
Paris, becoriies the docile, heart-
broken, crying creature of human :

nature and follows the irate prince
all arourid> hoping she can entice
him into her bedrobm for a recon-
ciliation; She finally succeeds, but
only after following him back to
his own room;
"The Love Parade" and "Any-

thing to Please the Queen" are the
duet numbers. First is the ichlef
number, continuously plugged. It
is a hit song that should strike
while the other, one of those smart,
intimate lyrics, is the melody typo ,

that ought to do overtime with the
whistlers. -

"March of the Grenadiers," a good
number of Its kind, is used In a mil-
itary scene about the middle of the
picture. Of the numbers done by
Lupino Lane and Lillian Roth, the
hit of the group is "Let's Be Com-
mon," with lyrics putting It over.
Another done by the comedy relief
is "Gossip," with lackeys in the pal-
ace as the 'Chorus. Lane early In
the picture has a number to him-
self, "Champagne," a tricky Uttle
tune that serves well.
The Lane and Roth combination

provide what comedy isn't other*
wise found in various interestirig
routines, including a dance number
of the knockabout style that's &
wow. As a comediari Lane is alto-
gether there, and for the laugh stull
Miss Roth is as much there as he is.
Although Ben Turpln Is In the

cast, he could almost as weirhave '

been out of it.

Edgar Norton, Eugene Pallette
and Lionel Belmore, as members of
the queen's staff and govemriient,
are more In prominerice than their
associates arid others of lesser fig-
uring in tho supporting cast, but
even so have small parts to do. Pal-
lette wears a mustache for the first
time and has lines that are Intended
to be light comedy material.
Guy Bolton, who wrote the libret-
