TF the volume of work handled by the Fed

-

eral Communications Commission in 1947
is any yardstick, the new year will see radio
continue its unprecedented expansion on all

fronts.

As far as broadcasting is concerned, fre-

quency modulation is setting an unabated
pace. More than a thousand FM stations are
now licensed or authorized. Of this number,
nearly 400 are on the air and are being- added ;

to alinost daily. The coming year should
J'

bring this high-fidelity and static-free service i

to more than 500 metropolitan and adjacent ^— ~ -

rural areas throughout the Nation.
Standard (AM) stations have topped 1,500, with nearly 500 others under construction.

It is significant that most of the new stations are in small communities, many without
previous local broadcast service.

•
Television licenses and authorizations are nearing their first 100 goal. The more than 70

television stations which have already been given the green light propose to serve over
50 cities in some 30 states. An uncertainty in that industry was removed last March when
the Commission decided that color television requires further experimentation before
being given commercial status.

Facsimile broadcasting is destined for commercial operation as soon as the industry
resolves some difference of opinion on technical problems. This will permit the drafting

of engineering standards and rules and regulations to cover regular service.

The advantages of FM transmission have given an impetus to non-commercial educa-
tional broadcasting. Two score of these stations are built or under way.
Thirty-seven international broadcast stations continue to beam their programs overseas

under State Department auspices.
c

I
To facilitate these broadcast services, approximately 700 miscellaneous radio stations|

are in operation. ITiese include experimental, remote pick-up and studio-transmitter

links.

The broadcast industry is so busy with its own affairs that it may fail to appreciate the

equally important advances being made by radio in other fields. Yet these developments
are an important part of this era of communication progress. Many affect broadcasting
either directly or indirectly.

It may surprise some to realize that about 115,000 non-broadcast stations are now author-

ized, not including many thousands of mobile transmitters. Amateur stations have in-

creased to 75,000. Some 40,000 other stations are devoted to the protection of life and
property—such as aeronautical, marine, police, fire, forestry, railroad, utility, etc. These,

too, are undergoing phenomenal expansion.
•

On the basis of the record of the year just closed, 1948 holds great promise for the radio

industry—in all its ramifications.

"jSJINETEEN forty-eight is a year of great

expectations for broadcasting, because

the pattern of past years is encouraging.

Looking back over the year just ending,

the NAB finds, among others, one outstanding

sign of progress. During 1947, the long await-

ed Standards of Practice for American broad-

casters began to take shape and to move
toward a final reality. Not yet completed, because a document so important and so varied

in content needs intensive study and careful drafting, nevertheless, the process of prepar-

ation and adoption of Standards is well on its way.

•

The proposed Standards of Practice have been debated, reviewed, and again referred

for further study and revision. They will be revised again when the NAB Board of

Directors meets in February. They will be returned once again to the membership for

approval or suggestions, in order, thus, to pursue the most democratic procedure possible.

Considering the many years it has taken other professions to produce such Standards,

progress to date is heartening. It is a symbol of a growing sense of responsibility on the

part of the broadcasting industry.

•

In a closely related field, a possibly historic test may arise at the beginning of 1948,

when the Federal Communications Commission comes to review the "Mayflower" decision.

Some broadcasters, like some newspaper and magazine publishers, may not want actively

to exercise the right to editorialize. But, like all Americans who value their Constitutional

freedoms of speech and press, as safeguards of other basic liberties, broadcasters cannot

passively accept so flagrant an abridgment of their rights.

•

In other fields, much remains to be done in 1948. New radio legislation will probably

come before the Congress. Much of the expected progress in legislative fields went un-

achieved in 1947. Our decision, early in the year, to stand upon the firm ground of the

Constitution's First Amendment when encroachment threatened in Congressional hearings

represented real progress. The uni^ we achieved then will be carried over intact into

1948.

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IHE CODE TOPS 1948 OGEflDO

'TpHE Code — more
formally referred

to as the proposed
Standards of Practice
—was No. 1 on the
industry's agenda as
1948 loomed on the
horizon.
Presented by

NAB's special com-
mittee on Standards
and Practice, adopted
by the organization's
board in convention
last September at At-
lantic City, the Code
ran into rough going
when a committee of independent broad-
casters challenged the right to its adoption
without oonsultation with their group.
Committees were appointed, including

leaders among the independents, to meet
with NAB officials in Washington. Meet-
ings were held and grievances were given
a thorough airing. After due deliberations
it was recommended that the Code be
turned over to the NAB board for further
refinements at the February meetirtg and
then submitted to the membership for
final adoption at the May, 1948, conven-
tion of NAB at Los Angeles.

The section of the Code which has been
the center of most criticism is that which
covers "Time Limitations on Commer-
cials." Specifically this section said: "The
maximum commercial time, including sta-
tion breaks, allowable in any 15 minutes
of broadcast time, regardless of type of
program, or sponsorship, or how such 15-

minute segment is divided into program
units or announcements, should not ex-
ceed three minutes."
This section was the verbal bombshell

that set off the criticism of independent
stations whose life blood is participation
programs, disc jockeys, musical clocks
and shopping guides. These programs, ac-
cording to later revisions of the Code on
"time limitations," were allowed additional
time for commercial participation of spon-

On the business side 1948 shapes up as
a challenging year for those who guide

the destiny of both network and inde-
pendent station operations. With nearly
2,000 AM stations on the air or authorized
and prospects of 1,000 FM stations being
in operation by the end of 1948, the broad-
casting industry presents a highly com-
petitive picture with emphasis on local
sales.

It has been estimated that broadcast ad-
vertising in 1947 totalled $356,690,000, a
new high in radio time sales. This is an
increase of 7.9 per cent over 1946, and
prospects are that the gross will go still

higher by the end of 1948.

In governmental circles the most im-
portant development of 1947 was the resig-
nation of Charles R. Denny, chairman of
the FCC to become vice-president and
general counsel of NBC. Denny's decision
was made during the NAB convention in
Atlantic City and took effect in December
when President Truman sent the name of

Wayne Coy, general manager of WINX,
Washington, to the Senate as successor
to Chairman Denny. Coy was confirmed,
without opposition in January, and be-
came chairman of the commission.

Television and FM holds great promise
for expansion as 1948 gets underway. Al-
ready 19 television stations are operating
in the United States and a well-estab-
lished network carries programs to five

cities on the East coast. By the end of the
year 50 television stations may be in oper-
ation and the expansion of coaxial cables
and relays may bring so-called network
television to the middle west and possibly
the west coast.

Thfe growth of FM has been sparked by
the activities of the Frequency Modula-
tion Association which fostered negoti-
ations with Petrillo for duplication of AM
network programs on FM and the fixing
of scales for FM station operators. With
approximately 400 FM stations now on
the air, FMA officials are predicting that
the total station operations will reach
the 1,000 mark before year's end.

1948 will probably go down in record
as the most progressive year of the in-
dustry. The AM, FM, television and fac-
simile expansion, ready markets for all

types of receivers, and increasing adver-
tising budgets are signs that point to a
big year.

THE TELE flECEIVER mUU
By JIM OWENS. Associate Editor, Television Daily

Owens

pERHAPS the most
inspiring of the

many historic devel-
opments noted in tel-

evision's second year
of commercial opera-
tion was the growth
of the receiver mar-
ket — the veritable
nucleus of the great-
est communications
medium known to

man. Unlike many
other major indus-
tries, which reached
maturity in segments
and with some de-
gree of independence, television was no
better than the size of its audience, since

here was the source of its life blood

—

the buying public.

It was an auspicious beginning. Al-
though the wheels of production had be-
gun their long grind haltingly in the be-
ginning of 1947, the output at the year's

end was the result of a well-oiled instru-

ment of industry. It held such promise
as to provide the basis for greater ex-
pectation during this year by the nation's

broadcasters—the men whose business de-
pended completely upon the distribution
of television receivers. At least a half-

million new sets are predicted to reach
the retailers' showrooms in 1948, and in-

dications are that the charmed circle

—

1,000,000 sets in use—will be a happy
reality before another winter has passed.

David Sarnoff, president of RCA, made
a statement at the year-end v/hich re-

flects the attitude of top industry man-
agement toward the further development
of television. "By the end of 1948 tele-

vision, in consumer prices, will approach
a $500,000,000 a year industry," he said.

And to emphasize its present and future
importance to the American public, the
RCA official added: "For the first two
years of commercial television, the public
will spend four times as much for tele-

vision sets as they did for radio receivers
in 1921 and 1922, the beginning of radio
broadcasting."

According to a consensus of authorita-
tive opinion drawn from top levels in the
industry, production of receivers during

1947 exceeded that of the previous year
by 20-fold. Approximately 200,000 sets
came off the production lines—a tre-
mendously encouraging margin over the
anemic output of the year before when
only 10,000 models were placed in the
hands of the public.
The production side of the picture was

one which shattered precedent after prece-
dent, and indeed assumed mushroom pro-
portions at the year's end. According to
the Radio Manufacturers Association,
average monthly production throughout
the year was 15,000 sets, and this trend
continued its accelerated ascent through
December when a total of 28,000 receivers
were crated for delivery—an increase of
97 per cent! Perhaps the most significant
phase of this surge was the fact that
production of table model television re-
ceivers totaled nearly 120,000—twice that
of straight video consoles and TV console
combinations, indicating that manufactur-
ing techniques had at last been geared to
satisfy the demand for low-priced sets

—

America's mass market and the backbone
of the future television audience.

Although its development was often
referred to in terms of the nation-wid^
audience and its coast-to-coast network
possibilities, television in 1947 continued
to be a strictly local industry—with the
exception of the New York-Philadelphia-
Washington-Schenectady area. In the lat-

ter region it had reached major propor-
tions during this period since "network"
service had become almost a daily feature
through working arrangements between
stations in each of the three cities.

New York, universally considered the
center of television, had somewhere be-
tween 50 to 75,000 sets in operation by
the end of the year. Philadelphia and
Washington were far behind numerically
but not proportionately, and Chicago,
with only one station on the air, achieved
highly promising gains during the 12-

month period.

In the light of this sweeping expansion,
which render statistics obsolete as quickly
as they are charted, it would appear that

even the most optimistic predictions of

television's importance in our way of life,

in both the physical and economic sense,

will be considered conservative when the
industry reaches its full potential.
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The Outstanding Events
—In Television—1947—
TELEVISION covered an opening session of Congress for the first time in

history,—the 79th Congress. Pickup also included the first telecast of a Presi-

dential "State of the Union" Address.

Federal Communications Commission rejected a proposal of color television

standards (by CBS.) Decision keynoted first all-out development of monochrome
tele, including station building, set manufacture, etc.

AT&T opened a radio relay circuit between New York and Boston, thereby

extending the Eastern tele network 450 miles northward. WBKB set up first mid-
west network linking Chicago with South Bend, Ind.

RCA demonstrated its system of large-screen color television. Paramount Pictures

unveiled its system of theater television, involving rapid processing and reproduc-

tion of films taken from a video tube.
o

Motion picture industry evidenced first combined interest in theater tele,—and
its potential box office threat. Plans were laid to begin study of tele, including
reservation of video channels for theater tele.

o

First nation-wide tour of television was made by RCA and Allied Stores Corp.
department store association, via jeep units in 22 major cities.

o

New York was first city to have all TV channels (7) allocated by FCC.
o

Industry opposition eliminated two serious threats to development: proposed
amusement tax on tele in public places, and proposed ban on erection of antennas
on rooftops by landlords in New York area.

o

Television covered the World Series for the first time in history. Estimated
3,000,000 persons saw the classic on the Eastern web.

o

Philadelphia was chosen by Republicans and Democrats as '48 convention site,

largely because of tele coverage available.

Newsreel organizations officially entered television via servicing of member
stations with special films for video.

BBC announced plans for establishment of a network in the United Kingdom.
Web would service six provinces and 70 per cent of the population.

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THE FUTURE OF TELEVISlOn
By BRIG. GENERAL DAVID SARNOFF. President, RCA

Sarnoff

IN speaking of tele-

vision for the past
twenty-five years or
so, we have been ac-

customed to say that

"television is around
the corner." I should
like to bury that
phrase. Television is

no longer around the
corner. It is beyond
the doorstep; it has
pushed its way
through the door into
the home!
The Federal Com-

munications Commission has authorized to

date a total of 69 television stations, and
16 applications are pending. This means
that 85 television stations already have de-
cided to lead the way. I believe that many
more will follow. As of November 15,

there were 13 stations on the air with
regular television programs. In 1948, the
list of stations will increase as transmit-
ting equipment becomes available.
My estimate is that by the end of 1948

there will be approximately 50 television

stations on the air in this country with
regular programs. There may be more.

All kinds of figures have been mentioned
about television receivers, and here is my
estimate. By the end of 1948, I foresee a
total of 750,000 receivers in use. This
means that for 1948 our estimates are
approximately 600,000 above the number
that were installed at the end of last year.

Surveys have been made of the number
of people within range of present televi-

sion programs. Approximately 40,000,000

people lived within the areas covered by
television broadcasts at the end of 1947.

Surveys indicate that seven viewers
constitute the average audience at each
television receiver. Therefore, if you multi-

ply 750,000 by seven you will see that by
the end of 1948 there will be a large

audience for television—somewhere near
5,000,000.

•

The broadcaster must build his own
television circulation as does a new mag-
azine or newspaper. That is the broad-
caster's job. He cannot toss that responsi-

bility to the television set manufacturer,
any more than the magazine or newspaper

publisher can transfer his problem to
the printer.

A newspaper or magazine spends a sub-
stantial part of its initial investment in

building circulation; the job of the broad-
casting stations, likewise, must be to build
circulation in television.

Television programming can be started

by local stations in a small way with a
minimum of facilities and expanded as
receiving sets and commercial sponsors
increase. In the meantime, until nation-

wide networks are available, films of live

shows and newsreels can be fiown to

stations throughout the country to add to

their program variety.

Like the many independent local broad-
casting stations which «re successful and
profitable, television stations also can
thrive upon local talent and community
service. There is no end to local program
possibilities, for the small town is a natural

television stage. People like to see their

friends and neighbors on the screen. I

can foresee many uses for television in

religious and educational activities. Tele-

vision can be a great aid to good govern-
ment in city, town and country by making
citizens better acquainted with their local

leaders and their work.
Local merchants will find television an

effective means of advertising. Dramatic
groups, county fairs and community sports

events will enlarge their audiences. Often

a local baseball or football game or a

prizefight is as interesting to a community
as a professional sports event in a distant

city. Civic and fraternal organizations and
women's clubs also are sources of pro-

grams for local television stations.

Imagine the interest that would be

shown in a local cormnunity if, for ex-

ample, one or more department stores

were the scene of a shopping hour in the

morning or afternoon. The television cam-

era would show the merchandise and the

shopper at home could see what each

store had to offer before she left home
for her marketing. This should be an
interesting experiment in advertising.

Automatic relay stations, either alone

or in combination with the coaxial cable,

show great promise for speeding extension

of television program service throughout

the nation. Radio relay stations are now

The Association of
Women Broadcasters
was formed in 1942,

its Active Membership
comprised of women
on the staff of, or broadcasting over radio
stations that belong to the National As-
sociation of Broadcasters. Associate Mem-
bers are women engaged in executive
phases of radio work outside of NAB
radio stations.

•

Objects of the Association are to pro-
mote the interests of women broadcasters
and executives and to increase their op-
portunities for service.

National officers elected by AWB in

the spring of 1947 were Frances Farmer
Wilder, CBS, President; Ruth Crane,
WMAL, First Vice-President; Eleanor
Hanson, WHK, Third Vice-President; Ann
Holden, KGO, Fourth Vice-President;
Nell Daugherty, WSTC, Secretary, and
Norma Richards, WSPD, Treasurer. Doro-
thy Lewis, Coordinator of Listener Activ-
ity of the National Association of Broad-
casters, is permanent Second Vice-Presi-
dent of AWB. In September 1947, Frances
Farmer Wilder left the radio business and
resigned fromi AWB, and the First Vice-
President was designated to succeed her
as President at the AWB Jan. 1948 Con-
vention in Washington.

•

Following the NAB pattern of division
into seventeen districts, the AWB has
held a number of regional meetings and
program clinics throughout the year.
Among these were District Number Two,
which met at Albany, District Number 13,

which met at San Antonio, District 10

convened at Kansas City, District 9 at

Chicago, District 1 at Hartford, Conn, and
District 16 at Los Angeles. At the San
Antonio meeting Governor Jester of Texas

proclaimed Saturday, November 15th,

Women Broadcasters' Day in Texas. These
local meetings provide inspiration and
help through an exchange of ideas for

the improvement of program service,

through helping the AWB member to a
broader knowledge of radio's purposes and
problems, and through the recognition

accorded AWB by national, civic, and
private agencies. The AWB members of

Washington inaugurated the first of a

series of Radio Institutes for Club Presi-

dents and radio chairmen, a pattern to

be used throughout the country.

Again in 1947, the Association of Women
Broadcasters conducted a nationwide letter

contest during National Radio Week, with
outstanding response. Listeners were asked
to write on the theme, "What Is Your
Favorite Program and Why?" The thous-

ands of letters will be used to analyze

listener preferences and to assist broad-

casters in building effective programs.
Cooperating with Women United for

United Nations, Observer Group at Lake
Success, New York, the AWB prepares

a monthly United Nations News Bulletin

for women broadcasters, reporting matters

discussed at the General Assembly and
providing answers to listener questions.

fall of 1946. The fol-

lowing spring the Area
and Network Reports
were published. Since
then BMB station and
network audience in-

formation has been
tested in the crucible
of use.

Just as experiment
had to precede the
measurement of station and network
audiences, so too did experiment have to

precede the use of the resulting data by
broadcasters, advertisers and agencies.
1947 was largely a year of experimental
use.

Agencies with highly developed cover-
age estimated methods analyzed the BMB
figures carefully in the light of these
methods before basing time buying de-
cisions on BMB. Other agencies and ad-
vertisers scrutinized the figures against
known sales effectiveness.

Meanwhile the stations and networks
compared BMB with other data, engineer-
ing and otherwise. In some instances they
found a remarkable degree of correlation.

Where comparisons were made with data
that measured other dimensions of listen-

ing, such as average number of listeners

per minute, there was often less correla-
tion. These instances only served to point
up the difference between the total num-
ber of families that listen to a station

and the number who listen during the
average minute. Both pieces of informa-
tion are important. Neither is a substitute
for the other.

All this testing and analyzing and exper-
imenting with the BMB figures by adver-
tisers, agencies and broadcasters led to

one over-all conclusion: The BMB figures

make sense.

And this conclusion in turn has led
t® an ever-increasing use of BMB by all

three groups. More and more stations fea-

ture BMB figures in their trade press
advertising, sales promotion pieces and
presentations. More and more agency
recommendations are based on and sup-
ported by BMB data. More and more

advertisers are instructing their agencies
to use BMB figures as an important buy-
ing tool.

What's more, BMB data are being used
with increasing discrimination. They are

used in specific ways to meet specific

situations. BMB findings are being used
in conjunction with other facts—facts

about markets, distribution, station rates,

competing media and other media used
by the advertiser.

These buying uses have shown broad-
casters that advertisers and agencies are

interested not only in the stations with

the biggest BMBs; they also use stations

with small BMB figures just as they use

smaller circulation newspapers and maga-
zines. And they often favor BMB sub-

scribers for the simple reason that it is

easier to evaluate and justify the use of

stations for which BMB figures are avail-

able.

Organizationally, 1947 marked the in-

auguration of a 15-point long range pro-

gram based on the premise that BMB as

an organization is more important than

any individual project it undertakes.

Broadcasters now subscribe to the Bureau
rather than to a particular audience study,

with full assurance that the Bureau's

studies will meet the industry's needs.

The Bureau's program includes the ex-

amination and evaluation of all available

radio research, the refinement and im-

provement of BMB's audience measure-

ment and the investigation of other ser-

vices that BMB might perform.

In March 1947 BMB conducted an In-

terim Station Audience Measurement,
designed particularly for new stations

and those which had changed power,

frequency or network aflfiliation since the

1946 audience survey.

The next nationwide survey, in March
1949, will not only measure subscribers'

total weekly audiences but will also show
finer detail such as their average daily

audiences.
The first year's use of BMB data has

proven beyond question the value of its

measurement. More important still, it

has proven the value of cooperative,

tripartite research in the development
of radio advertising.
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So how much dough

'yELEVISION in 1948

will take on the
proportions of a na-
tional giant, striding

through areas hereto-
fore untouched by the
magic of the visually-
inspired electron; rid-

ing the crest of mil-
lions of cycles into ithe

homes of hundreds of

thousands of families,

and bouncing along a
series of microwave relay stations that

will hoist views of Manhattan into homes
out Chicago way—and, perhaps, beyond.
Television was a strapping youngster

a year ago; today it has achieved a meas-
ure of maturity which scoffers only a
short itime ago were ready to concede
was merely a twinkle in the eye of the
"fathers" of the new art.

•

From 5,400 post-war receivers available
by December of 1946, television produc-
tion soared 'close to 30,000 a month a year
later, with the total output for 1947 reach-
ing nearly 200,000.

From a handful of television stations

catering to a limited audience 12 months
ago, television was being wafted from
17 stations as 1948 was born, with the
prospect of twice that many operating
before 1949 arrives.

In 1946 there were very few manufac-
turers geared to produce television sets

and only a trickle of receivers reached
the market. Last year 36 companies, large
and small, producing sets with screens
ranging from 4 by 6 inches to 15 by 20
inches, were in full blast production; many
more will be added to the roster this

year.

Dollar-wise, television receivers at re-
tail levels did not top $3,485,000 in 1946.

Last year, 1947, the figure soared to

$74,000,000 and industry leaders are con-
vinced ithat by June of this year the dollar
value of television receivers will exceed
that of AM radio—a remarkable stride
forward, considering television's status
less than 18 months ago.

Is it any wonder that the former chair-
man of the Federal Communications Com-

mission, Charles R. Denny, has character-
ized television as an industry "destined
to become the greatest mass communica-
tion medium of them all."

Probably no facet of television develop-
ment is as vital to television broadcasters
as that of facilities for network operations.
The very life of the industry—commer-
cially and otherwise—depends upon the
ability of all stations to provide high-
calibre programs to an audience large
enough to attract advertiser's capital.

Hence, every new link in the web of

facilities available for network operations
is enthusiastically accepted by broad-
casters. Last year the New York to Wash-
ington network route v/as expanded to

include Boston. This year it is hoped that
Chicago, Detroit, Cleveland, Cincinnati
and Milwaukee will be tied to the east

coast, a prelude to wider expansion of

the ultimate national itelevision service.

Last year events such as the first tele-

cast of a President of the U. S. addressing
Congress; major league baseball games
televised in New York, Philadelphia,
Chicago, Detroit and St. Louis; World
Series baseball televised on an extensive
east coast network, helped arouse public
curiosity and acceptance of the art of

visual broadcasting.
•

This year the two greatest political

events of the year—^Republican and Dem-
ocratic National Conventions in Philadel-
phia—will be televised by every station

•that can hook its cables onto a network
along the east coast. It is to be hoped that

those in the mid-west will also be able
to carry the conventions on a direct pick-

up basis. If not, films will be flown to

these stations and others on the west
coast for immediate telecasting.

The year 1948 should see television re-

ceiver sales surpass the 750,000 mark.
The year 1948 should see network tele-

vision move from the east coast into the
mid-west and, perhaps, beyond.
The year 1948 should see television

attain a position of prominence that will
equal other forms of communication to

which the public has become accustomed.
The year 1948 will bring scores of ad-

vertisers into television, particularly as
the video art expands.

In the already sub-
stantial experience
gathered by the Department of Public
Information radio appears as one of the
most effective media to disseminate in-

formation, since it is not beset by news-
print shortages, transmission or trans-
portation bottlenecks, foreign exchange
scarcities, and is capable of reaching
directly an audience several times
larger than that served by the printed
word or the projected images.

1948 is a vital year for the peoples
of the United Nations and one of un-
told possibilities for all who work to
bring them news and opinions—prin-
cipally for you, the broadcasters of the
United States, speaking daily to a na-
tion endowed with tremendous power
to influence the future of international
relations and wherein dwells a large
fraction of the world's three hundred
million radio listeners.
Has any one yet measured fully the

power for good that lies in broadcast-
ing? I doubt it. Quite beyond doubt,
however, is the increasing support
which U. S. radio—networks, indepen-
dent stations, educational stations,
broadcasters' associations, the trade
press and radio councils— have given
to the United Nations. Some of you, I

hear, plan to do still more to bring into
your communities the purposes, day-
to-day work and fascinating human side
of the United Nations. The Department
of Public Information is ready and able
to help you.

First, let me try to answer the ques-
tion which Mr. Frank Burke was good
enough to put: What are the plans of

the United Nations Radio Division for
1948, both here at headquarters and
overseas? Briefly, the Division plans to
promote, and itself to offer for relay,
more programs on the work and prog-
ress of the United Nations, using more
languages and acting in cooperation
with still more broadcasting agencies.

Nowhere are the various kinds of as-
sistance the Radio Division can offer
better illustrated than in the case of
your own United States. The good reac-
tion to its Radio Kits, for example,
(scripts, spot announcements, and per-
haps a transcription) has guaranteed
that this service will continue. Further,
all broadcasters interested receive with-
out charge the semi-monthly "United
Nations Bulletin", background releases
and other material for special programs,
while the Division distributes to over
one thousand women commentators a
monthly U. N. newsletter prepared by
women observers working with the As-
sociation of Women Broadcasters.
Why has "The United Nations Today",

a Radio Division program, been taken
up so rapidly by over one hundred sta-
tions, forming a coast-to-coast "Net-
work for Peace"? Primarily because it

brings listeners, Mondays through Fri-
days, an up-to-the minute report of all
the principal activities of the United
Nations. In fifteen minutes it presents
with a short bridging narrative voices
of delegates recorded from the day's
debates or in special interviews, to-
gether with dispatches from U. N. In-
formation Centers or Missions overseas.
In 1948, for example, "The United Na-
tions Today", will continue to provide
newscasts from Havana, Salonika, Ge-
neva, and carry special reports from
Jerusalem, Seoul, and from the Autumn
General Assembly in Europe.
More perhaps than any other med-

ium, radio has the possibility—and
therefore the clear responsibility—of
spreading, as the General Assembly
with one voice requested, information
expressing "the undoubted desire of all
peoples for peace." May the Year 1948
see all U. S. networks and stations
bring their listeners still further news
of what is, after all, everyone's United
Nations.
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REPOBT on CflnilDIBn RADIO

P NCOURAGING^ measurable gains
were made by the

independent broad-
casters of Canada at

the 1947 sessions
of the Parliamentary
Radio Committee. Rep-
resented by their Can-
adian Association of

Biroadcasters, the 89

member stations asked
for fundamental
changes in broadcast-
ing and radio law in

Canada. Their brief was a painstaking
analysis of such lav/ and regulation, to-

gether with comments on its results, in-

equalities and injustices.

The CAB brief pointed out that the

Radio Act, written in 1902 and not amend-
ed in major respects since, still governs
operations of modern - day broadcasting
stations. It also pointed out that the
Canadian Broadcasting Corporation, a

"Crown Corporation," competes direclly

with the independent stations for audience
and business, nationally and locally, has
a monopoly of networks by its own regu-
lations, and can place stations on or take
them off those networks at will and on
its own financial and other terms, writes
and enforces the broadcasting regulations,

and that meetings of its Board of Govern-
ors to recommend on applications for li-

censes and to deal with matters of regula-
tion, were being held in camera. The brief

also protested the "power-freeze" regula-
tion holding down power of all indepen-
dent stations, by which valuable actual
and potential coverage was being lost to

Canada, and the apparent slowness of

CBC to recommend licenses for experi-
mental and actual broadcasting in new
broadcasting fields, particularly television
and facsimile.

•
To correct this situation, the indepen-

dent broadcasters asked lifting of the
power freeze, and that powers of licensing
and regulation be transferred to an im-
partial tribunal, which would hold meet-
ings open to press and public, and be re-
quired to give reasons for its decisions.
The CAB asked that this Board be respon-
sible in large measure to the legislative
arm of government, rather than so directly
related to the executive branch as is the

case at present; pointing out that the CBC
and the Cabinet conjointly possess the
power to censor all broadcast material in

advance.
•

For the first time, the independent
broadcasters carried their case this year
directly to the public, through means of

special programs and announcements,
speeches by station personnel to groups
and organizations, a series of quarter page
ads in all daily newspapers, and wide pub-
lic distribution of our brief to the Parlia-
mentary Committee.
That this policy had its effect appears

obvious. Public opinion surveys (one of
which was presented to the Committee)
showed a marked trend of opinion toward
the side of the independent broadcasters.
The Canadian Daily Newspapers Associa-
tion appeared officially before the Com-
mittee to press for somewhat similar ac-
tion to that suggested by CAB, and support
was forthcoming in large part from the
Association of Canadian Advertisers and
the Canadian Chamber of Commerce, who
sent letters to the Committee suggesting
a wide review of broadcasting legislation
and practice by an impartial, non-political
body appointed for the purpose.

The year witnessed an increase in the
number of broadcasting stations in Can-
ada, both independent and CBC. CBC pro-
ceeded with construction of its additional
clear channel 50 Kw. stations, taking
channels previously occupied by indepen-
dent stations to do so, and removing sev-
eral stations from its networks in the
process. The state system also entered
the local field, selling directly against
individual stations in competitive areas.
The membership of the Canadian Asso-
ciation of Broadcasters rose to its all-time
high. The Association instituted a policy
of holding regional meetings, for the first

time, which have had gratifying results.
Since the Committee's recommendation,
the number of FM licenses applied for,

and granted, has increased tremendously;
and interest is being expressed now in
both television and facsimile.
During the year ahead, the independent

broadcasters of Canada will extend their
service to the community and to the busi-
ness operations that provide its lifeblood.
They will also continue their struggle for
treatment identical to that accorded other
classes of citizens in a democracy.

pM's biggest year of

idevelopment will

unfold during the first

six months of 1948.

Having hurdled many
obstacles, technically
and otherwise, this

improved method of

broadcasting which the
FCC has termed the
"finest aural broad-
cast service attainable

in the present state of

the radio art," has be-
come firmly rooted the
past year.

The FM Association, the only organiza-
tion devoted to the development of FM
broadcasting and to the protection of the

millions of dollars invested in FM facili-

ties, foresees this expansion on a five-

point front:

1. Establishment of numerous FM re-

gional and state networks, presaging
wide use of relays for network pur-
poses.

2. Availability of live music to

networks.

3. Keen competition programwise,

4. Much greater set production.

5. Availability of established AM
work musical programs to FM
tions.

Rounding out its first year, the FMA is

taking the lead to insure fruition of each
of those five points.

The year 1947 saw establishment of the
first major commercial FM network—the
Continental. Several state and regional
FM chains were organized, including the
Dixie Network and Arrow Network. The
year 1948 will see many more. Eventually
—perhaps before another year—these re-

gional networks will be linked to form
larger chains.

Because relay and rebroadcast have
proven feasible and since the AT&T has
not yet delivered 15,000-cycle land lines,

these FM networks will be linked almost
entirely by radio. The FMA has pending
before the FCC, as this is written, a

FM

net-

sta-

request that Television Channel No. 1

(44-50 mc) be set aside for FM relay

purposes.

The FM Association's attitude towards
programming of FM is reflected in a

resolution adopted unanimously at our
First Annual Convention. September 12-

13, in New York. The resolution:

"Whereas it is believed that public ac-

ceptance of FM will be considerably facil-

itated by diversified program schedules
carefully planned and expertly executed,

be it resolved that all broadcasters strive

to improve the program quality of their

broadcasts and devote a greater portion of

their time to live talent."

The FMA has taken an affirmative step

to prevent any discrimination against FM,
Pending before the FCC, as this is written,

is a petition filed by the FMA asking that

the Commission call a legislative hearing
to determine whether a rule should be
adopted denying a license to any FM or

AM station which enters into an agree-

ment, with a network organization which
would prevent the simultaneous broad-
cast of network programs over FM and
AM facilities.

Popular network programs on FM would
stimulate listening to the new, improved
medium, more than 92% of the nation's

FM broadcasters (both independent and
those with AM affiliates) believe. Only
a small minority think FM should be
programmed entirely independent of AM,
at least for the time being.

The FMA will continue to be alert,

maintaining close liaison with the FCC,
the Congress and other industry organiza-

tions to protect the investment in FM.
The FMA is under mandate of the mem-
bership, through its by-laws, "to act as

liaison between its members, the FCC
and other agencies and organizations on
the continuing overall problems affecting

FM broadcasting."

in operation between a number of cities,

and others are being erected. Eventually
these microwave channels will reach out
further to connect additional communities
in television network service, especially
cities not reached by coaxial cables.

Many broadcasters have heard about
the experiments being conducted from
time to time with coaxial cables and radio
relays which can carry not only television,

but ordinary speech, telegraphy at high
speeds, and of course FM and television

programs. Because these new cables and
relays can handle several services simul-
taneously, they are likely to be completed
sooner than we expect. I should not be
surprised, if it is possible to have a tele-

vision coast-to-coast network within the

next few years.

•
In considering home-television, we must

recognize that good programs are the
master key to public acceptance of the
art. Television's popularity, as well as

its speed of advance, will be governed
by the caliber of the shows. That is the
important responsibility of the broad-
caster. The success of television and the

popularity of the video station will depend
upon it.

The telecaster will, of course, have the
problem of talent. He cannot depend solely

upon the radio, motion pictures, and other
established sources of entertainment for

his performers. Television is a new art

foi-m that calls for new techniques and
for the development and encouragement
of new talent to supplement present radio

entertainers. Many well-known radio ar-

tists will adapt themselves to television

as successfully as the artists of the silent

screen adapted themselves to the talkies.

News and sports already have proved
natural drawing features for television.

Films also will play an important part in

the flexibility of television programming.
But timeliness is the great advantage
which television has over all other forms
of visual entertainment. Those who watch-
ed the Davis Cup tennis matches, and
big league baseball games throughout last

summer, can attest to this. News associa-
tions are studying methods of television
news service to supplement the service
they now perform for sound broadcasting.
The presidential nominations and election
in 1948, with political candidates compet-
ing for public attention, will stimulate
public interest in television on a v/idening
scale.

It is an interesting fact that broadcast-

ing received its first real impetus in 1920,
when the Harding-Cox election returns
were broadcast and picked up by amateur
stations. It was the presidential election
that really put broadcasting in the news
and stirred public interest. Then came the
Dempsey-Carpentier fight in 1921, which
gave tremendous impetus. And strangely
enough, the same factors are asserting
themselves in these early days of tele-
vision.

Today, international television may seem
far off. But let us recall that five years
after sound broadcasting started as a
nation-wide service, we had international
broadcasting. While the technical prob-
lems of international television are
more difficult to solve, nevertheless, I

believe we shall achieve international
television in about the same period of
time. The scientific knowledge for doing
the job exists. In fact, I know of no prob-
lem in international television that money
cannot solve.

Television is moving forward rapidly
and is destined to become one of the
major industries of the United States.

In addition to serving the home, televi-

sion has application to the theater, the
motion picture studio and entertainment
film. In the manifold processes of indus-
trial life, television also is destined to

play an important role.

The possible size of the television indus-
try is indicated by the following figures:

[n the first two years of sound broadcast-
ing, that is, 1921 and 1922, the sales of
receiving sets amounted to approximately
$100,000,000. In those two years, more than
500 broadcasting stations were on the air.

Now, for the first two full years of post-
war television operation, namely, 1947
and 1948, with approximately only ten
percent as many stations on the air, that
is, 50 instead of 500, it is estimated that
the public, during this two year period of
television, will spend approximately $375,-

000,000 for receiving sets—$375,000,000 in
television, as compared to $100,000,000 in
sound broadcasting. This does not take
into account the additional expenditures on
television transmitters, the cost of erect-
ing and operating them and the cost of
programs. Therefore, in round figures,

within a year and a half or so from the
present time, we shall approach a $500,-

000,000-a-year industry in television. And
that will be only the beginning.

world underwent rigid
scrutiny and curtail-

ment by the Congress
during the calendar
year of 1947.

The operations of the
International Broad-
casting Division of the
Department of State
came close to annihi-
lation by the Congress,
when the House Appropriations sub-
committee, at budget hearings, eliminated
funds proposed for this activity, standing
on the technicality that there was no au-
thorizing legislation. Meanwhile the so-

called Mundt Bill, authorizing a world
wide information and cultural service by
the government, passed the House. On
that basis the Senate restored funds to

include a continuation of international
shortwave broadcasting.

The funds budgeted, however, forced
the curtailment of broadcasting from ap-
proximately sixty-three hours per day,
to approximately thirty-two hours per
day. The production of transcribed pro-
grams and script material for distribution
by United States missions overseas was
virtually abolished. The shortwave pro-
gram structure, though, was revised at

the time of the curtailment into a block
schedule. Thus the scattered program
structure in vogue previously was
changed so that the output to each area
was grouped for proper balance, and
scheduled to reach each area at the best
possible evening listening time. The ap-
propriations further carried the stipula-
tion that the Department of State was
authorized to broadcast only to certain
strategic areas, and that the major por-
tion of the programming was to be done
by private broadcasting companies under
contract to the Department.

The end of the year therefore left the
International Broadcasting Division of the
Department broadcasting to Russia, Pol-
and, Czechoslovakia, the Balkans, Ger-
many, Greece, China, and Korea. The Na-
tional Broadcasting Company and Colum-
bia Broadcasting System, under contract to
the Department of State, were preparing
the programming to France, Germany,
Italy, Spain, Latin America, the Nether-
lands East Indies and Southeast Asia.
Of the total of thirty-two hours of pro-

grams being broadcast daily, the two pri-
vate companies were preparing approxi-
mately 75 per cent of the output.
Before budget curtailments in June, in-

ternational broadcasting was conducted as
follows:
To Europe—34 Hours daily.
To Latin America—18 Hours, 45 Minutes

daily.

To Far East—9 Hours, 45 Minutes daily.
These programs were in 24 languages,

with approximately 55 per cent of the out-
put prepared by the Department; NBC
and CBS prepared the remainder.
After budget cuts, the daily output was

as follows:

To Europe—17 Hours, 30 Minutes daily.
To Latin America—9 Hours daily.

To Far East—6 Hours daily.

The language output was curtailed to
22. with the Department preparing approx-
imately 25 per cent of the programs; NBC
and CBS preparing the remaining 75 per
cent.

In addition certain portions of trans-
mitter time, by arrangement with the
Department of State, were being used by
United Nations, and by the Information
and Education Division of the Department
of the Army for troop entertainment
abroad.
The Department maintained thirty-six

shortwave transmitters in the United
States, and overseas relay points at
Munich, Honolulu, and Manila. Programs
were also being relayed by local net-
works and stations in Korea, China,
France, the BBC in Great Britain, and
other countries.

WHILE some of

Chicago's pro-
jected television
plans did not ma-
ture in 1947, there
was much activity
in the video field

and it was only be-
cause of the diffi-

culty in obtaining
materials that
there still was but
one television sta-
tion operating re-
gularly in Chicago
at the start of 1948.

The local picture
will be materially changed during 1948,
although the promise of seven stations
before the end of the year is overly op-
timistic.

Materials for new stations for which
permits have been issued were coming
through at a fair pace in January and
one station, WGN's WGNA, was ex-
pected to be in operation by March 1.

Some $400,000 worth of equipment was
ordered in the summer of 1947, and
most of it had been delivered by Janu-
ary 1.

Most ambitious of the local tele sta-
tion plans to date are those of NBC,
which expects to have its station,
WNBY, in operation about September
1. At the turn of the new year NBC
was considering three separate budget
plans, lowest of which involved a mil-
lion dollars, while the top budget con-
templated a theater in Chicago's Loop.
A theatre on the roof of the Merchan-
dise Mart also was under consideration.
NBC was in a most favorable position
for establishing a midwestern tele net-
work, as its affiliates in St. Louis, De-
troit and Milwaukee already had tele-
vision stations in operation.

m
ABC's local executives, actively plan-

ning their tele station, which will have
the call letters WENR-TV, have set no
date for start of operation but say it

will be under way some time in 1948.
It seems unlikely that there will be a
CBS station in Chicago in '48, and an
official of Zenith Radio Corporation

stated that there was little likelihood
that its experimental sation would go
into commercial operaion, as Zenith is

concerned mainly with manufacturing
television sets. Zenith continues to ac-
tively promote its Phonovision, which
would be a pay-as-you-see proposition.
WJJD, the Marshall Field-owned sta-
tion, and WIND have television appli-
cations on file, but as of January 1 no
definite announcement concerning their
plans for the year had been made.
Meanwhile, the Balaban & Katz sta-

tion, WBKB, under the direction of
Capt. Bill Eddy, continues to make
rapid strides. Its Chicago-South Bend
relay system has proved practicable,
and by the time this is in print impor-
tant innovations will have been an-
nounced. As of January 10, the Chicago-
land area has over 12,000 tele sets in
operation, and Capt. Eddy was confi-
dent that by February 1 more than 15,-

000 would be in use, and he was revis-
ing the WBKB price schedule to meet
that figure. A steady improvement in
the station's program.s has been made
during 1947 and a large number of spon-
sored program.s is carried.

Altogether, Chicago's television pic-
ture for 1948 is bright. The television
audience is increasing rapidly. Set man-
ufacturers are conducting heavy pro-
motional campaigns, and WBKB is

making every effort to improve and
diversify its programs to attract a
larger clientele. With new local sta-
tions entering the field, competition un-
doubtedly will bring further improve-
ments. It seems likely that, for a while,
sporting events will continue to pre-
dominate. They have proved exceed-
ingly popular and have been the main-
stay of WBKB. But a large percentage
of the tele audience would like more
dramatic, musical and other fare, and
are asking for it. Toward that end,
television men are at work developing
programs that can be presented in the
studios on a scale that was not pos-
sible with past limitations. New equip-
ment and new techniques of presenta-
tion are being tested, and the year will
see many refinements in studio pro-
grams.

TELEVISION is a
great challenge to

the advertising agen-
cy. It is no longer
a challenge of the
future—it is a chal-
lenge that is here
now, right on the
doorstep of the agen-
cy.

Radio too was a
challenge to the ad-
vertising agency. Af-
ter a period of fum-
bling (though not too
long) the agencies
turned to with a will
and transformed radio from a challenge
to a valuable high
medium.

I have no doubt that television will fol-

low the same pattern, but the fumbling
period may be a little longer. I am sure,
though, that television will be a bonanza
for those agencies who approach it with
intelligence and who develop a real under-
standing of its requirements and varied
problems.

I think every agency should adopt as a
basic concept the fact that television is

not radio with pictures added. First, last

and always it should be remembered that
television is a visual medium. I ask all

agency people who read this to discard
for the moment the question of the com-
mercial message. Let us think only about
the program—for if the program falls on
its face, the commercial—no matter how
good—falls with it.

To create an audience-building program
which basically is visual, the agency must
have in its television department people
who know how to put together the three
basic elements of visual entertainment:
stage technique, variety technique, and
motion picture technique. I think I can
prove that these three elements are basi-

cally visual. Think of the last dramatic
stage production you saw. If it were per-
formed without any light in the theatre
or on the stage would you have been able

to understand and enjoy it? Think of the
last vaudeville show you saw. Would it

have been enjoyable in pitch darkness?
Would you sit still for two hours or more

if GONE WITH THE WIND was played in
a movie house with the projector turned
off and only the sound track functioning?

I think a pretty good test for a television
program would be to turn off the picture
and see if you can get some real enjoy-
ment out of the sound alone. If you do,
then I believe in most cases you can as-
sume that what you thought was created
as a television program is really a radio
program.. Put it on radio and save your
sponsor money!

This visual appeal, therefore, is what
constitutes the challenge to an agency's
television department. Visual appeal en-
compasses stage settings, properties, cos-
tumes, lighting, actors and their photo-
genic qualities, memorizing of long parts,
stage business, gestures, how to walk, how
to sit, how to edit for the camera—in other
words, the agency is going into the busi-
ness of producing variety shows, legitimate
stage productions, and movies. Hard? Yes,
indeed. Can it be done? Yes, but not by
amateurs or unqualified people. Will the
agency undertake to create and produce
its own shows? Yes. Will it buy network
packaged shows? Yes. Will it buy inde-
pendently packaged shows? Yes.
Why will it 'do all these things? Because

if an agency had to produce all its own
shows, from script to completed telecast,

it would probably go broke. Some agencies
have twenty or more clients using radio
shows^—every week for thirty-nine or
more weeks a year. On the present 15 per
cent commission basis I do not think an
agency could possibly keep enough com-
petent people on the payroll to produce a
like number of television shows. Further-
more, I think every client now using
radio will eventually use television, and
many clients whose products are not
suited to radio will be using television.

Those agencies who lay their founda-
tions carefully, who employ specialists

—

really qualified specialists to create their

program structure—^will reap huge re-

wards. There is no longer any doubt that
television has arrived. It has captured the
pulic's fancy wherever a television pic-

ture has been shown. In 1948 we will have
networks covering the whole eastern half

of the country. Those who really know
promise that by 1950 we will have trans-

continental networks.

time, 250 watts. Woodrow Miller is the
owner and operator of KCSB, daytime
only, 500 watts. KFXM, which is affiliated

with Don Lee, has had its power upped
from 250 to 1,000 watts.
The American-Pacific Broadcasting Co.

has established KBUC, at Corona, 500
watts, full time. Another new outlet is

the Radio Sangor Company's KSGN, Cen-
terville, day time only, 1,000 watts.

KWC, Ventura, managed by John
Swallow, veteran member of the Los
Angeles radio colony, went on the air in

January of this year and is operating
full time, 1,000 watts. KUEN, owned by
the Coast Ventura Co., is operating full

time, 250 watts.

KWIK, Burbank, which went on the air

in late 1947, is a full time operation, 250

watts, while KGIL, San Fernando Valley,
is also operating full time, 1,000 watts.

KPAS, Banning, which was also launched
in late 1947, is operating day and night,

250 watts.

The Daily Report Co., Ontario, put
KOCS on the air in 1947 and it is a full

time operation, 250 watts. KPMO, Pomona,
also started broadcasting last year and
functions day and night, 500 watts.

Harry Butcher, nationally known broad-
caster, is operating KIST, Santa Barbara,
250 watts. It is affiliated with NBC.
Arthur H. Croghan, former Detroit and

Minneapolis broadcaster, placed KOWL
in operation in Santa Monica late last year.
It is a day time operation, 5,000 watts.
George B. Croma established KAFY at

Bakersfield. It has 250 watts, as has
KWTC, Barstow, recently launched by the
Mojave Broadcasting Co., as a day and
night operation.

KUCB is the Broadcasting Corporation
of America's newest outlet in Imperial
Valley. It has 250 watts power and is on
the air day and night. Les Hacker opened
KPRL, Paso Robles, last year as a Don
Lee affiliate. It operates day and night,

250 watts.

KVECS, San Luis Obispo, which is af-

filiated with Don Lee, has had its power
boosted from 250 to 1,000 watts daytime
and 250 to 500 nights, while KVOE, Santa
Ana, another Don Lee affiliate, had its

power upped from 250 to 1,000 watts.
O

KHJ, the Don Lee station, and KFI, op-
erated by the Erie C. Anthony Company
and affiliated with NBC, are Los Angeles
stations that have been providing FM pro-
gramming for some time. At this writing,

KNX, CBS's Los Angeles outlet, is also

slated to furnish FM programs soon.

In addition to its television plans, the

Los Angeles Times plans to place KTML,
its FM station, on the air late this year.

KMPC, Los Angeles, has been granted
an FM permit, as have KFAC, KRKD, and
KFSD, also of Los Angeles. FXLA and
KWFM, of Pasadena, have also been
granted FM permits, as have KPOR, Riv-
erside; KOCS, Ontario; KFSD, KFMB,
KSON, KSDJ, San Diego; KVOE, Santa
Ana; KFXM-FM, KBMT, San Bernardino.
KLAC, Los Angeles, withdrew its applica-

tion for an FM permit.
The Unity Broadcasting Company of

America was granted a permit to operate
KUUN as an FM station and the Beverly
Hills Broadcasting Company KHRB.
KGFJ, Los Angeles, has had its power

boosted from 100 to 250 watts. KFVD, Los
Angeles, became a 5,000 watts station in

February, 1947, going from 1,000 to 5,000

watts. KMPC's power was increased from
10,000 to 50,000 watts and KFAC's from
1,000 to 5,000. KLAC's power was boosted
to 5,000 watts.

Radio set production in 1947 appears
likely at this writing to establish a new
high for the industry. Indications are that

the total net output will approach 17 mil-
lion sets or two million more than in 1946

which in turn surpassed all prewar years.
Moreover, due to a larger proportion of
radio phonograph consoles, an increasing
number of television receivers and pro-
portionally fewer table models, radio set

production in 1947 represents an even
greater gain in dollar volume than it did
in units.

Likewise, with a steady growth in FM
and television broadcasting, plus an un-
usual expansion in AM or standard broad-
casting stations, transmitter production
was also at a peak in 1947 and seems likely
to remain at a high level for several years
at least.

•

RMA spent more money on merchandis-

ing sales promotion for the radio industry
in 1947 than ever before in its history.
Close to $100,000 was expended in the
interest of RMA members and the indus-
try to broaden the markets for radio
equipment in the home, outdoors, and in

public and private schools.
"A Radio-in-Every-Room—A-Radio-for-

Everyone" was the dominant theme of a
continuous promotion program which
reached its climax during National Radio
Week, which RMA co-sponsored with the
National Association of Broadcasters Oct.
26-Nov. 1. By introducing a new concept
of "saturation," based on an average of
four radios in every home instead of one,
RMA pointed the way not only to a vastly
larger potential market for radio receivers
but showed broadcasters how listening au-
diences can be correspondingly expanded.

With FM and television increasing
steadily in importance and coverage, RMA
and its member - companies have done
much to promote these new broadcasting
services.

Through a special RMA-FMA Liaison
Committee RMA cooperated with FM
broadcasters in keeping the industry and
the public informed on the progress of
FM set and transmitter manufacturing and
the factors limiting volume production.
Both FM and television set production,

according to all indications, will establish
new records in 1948. The radio industry
is now geared to produce both of these
types of receivers as rapidly as public de-
mand for them is created through exten-
sion and improvement of the broadcasting
services.

RMA, through its five divisions and its

Engineering Department, is organized to
serve all factors in the radio manufactur-
ing industry and to keep abreast of tech-
nical and economic developments which
affect the industry's current operations
and its future. RMA will continue to serve
the industry as it pushes further into the
fields of radio-communications for indi-
viduals, as provided in the Citizens Radio
Service, as well as of mobile equipment
on land, in the air, and on the sea.

npHE SB A has
- finally shaken
loose from its pleas-

urable, lethargic-
state, and stepped
into a fearless, vig-

orous front. For al-

most its entire sev-

en years, the SBA
managed to survive
its regular Monday
luncheon meetings
(conducted through
ten months of ev-
ery year) which ce-

mented the overall
relations between
the sports broadcaster and the promoters
of all events, as well as the friendships of

the members. Since the nation's most
famous mike-men are listed in its roster
(Bill Stern, NBC; Harry Wismer, ABC;
Red Barber, CBS; Don Dunphy; Stan Lo-
max, et al), this weekly get-together, with
famous guests visiting the meetings to

discuss sports problems in candid fashion,
proved to be a boon to the sports an-
nouncer in the metroplitan area, as it fur-
nished him with an "inside" close-up of

the doings in the world of athletics.

From time to time, attempts were made
to add greater value to the objectives of

the organization, and these proved adren-
alin-shots in keeping the SBA firmly be-
fore the public. The annual SBA award
to the nation's stadia (college or club),
for service, facility and comfort for the
sports broadcaster assigned to do a foot-

ball game, became a sought-after one, and
to Notre Dame, Michigan and Princeton,
have gone these coveted honors. The asso-
ciation cooperated with government agen-
cies throughout the war, and in this post-
war period, supplying tailor-made record-
ings for hospitals, army posts and battle-
fronts, as well as furnishing live broad-
casts beamed only to army zones of com-
bat, and flying its members, on their own
time, to posts in the States where they
entertained or visited hospitals. It worked
closely with the Attorney-General in aid-
ing the national fight against juvenile de-
linquency, and brought the Mayor's office,

in New York City, to the fore in aligning
all New York City boys' welfare agencies

into one big group for cooperative pub-
licity by way of sports programs and
sports participation.

The services rendered by the SBA
through those seven years, earned for it

innumerable awards from government and
private agencies, citations from various
civic groups, and plaques from a number
of charitable organizations, for which the

SBA group worked with great zeal.

This year, however, SBA decided to con-

duct an annual dinner, honoring the man
who benefitted sports the most, with the

First Annual Graham McNamee Me-
morial Award.

O

Branch Rickey, Mahtma of the Brooklyn
Baseball Club, by majority vote of the
members of the SBA, won the First An-
nual McNamee Award, and was gifted

with the plaque by the distinguished New
York Attorney, Louis Nizer, while Ex-
Governor Harold Hofi'man of New Jersey
presided as Master of Ceremonies.
This occasion placed the SBA squarely

in the nation's front rank as an organiza-

tion anxious to enroll the country's sports

broadcasters into a tightly knit group,

available for every opportunity to benefit

the world of sports, the general public

and the youth of the land.

For now, in 1948 and henceforth, the

national association will endeavor to im-
prove the broadcasting of all sports, and
encourage the increase, in the rank and
file of men qualified to broadcast, either

by radio or television, the rapid flow of

all play-by-play accounts of sports events.

The SBA now branches out into a co-

hesive group fighting impurities in sports,

seeking beneficial aids to young athletes,

and crusading for better conditions for

play-by-play reports. The SBA seeks the

earnest cooperation of the men who place

athletics before the nation's fans, and of

the officials who place the broadcasts be-

fore the listening and seeing audiences.

Last year, in the Radio Annual, Ex-
president Stan Lomax messaged the golden

era of sports—1947 style. The year 1948

will demand platinum and platina—and
the sports announcers anxiously want to

keep apace of the wide scope of radio and
television. Hence, the SBA's current race

Public's inherent
propensity to
write the Nation's
songhits . . . there
is p r obably no
calling which
stirs and/or whets
the secret ambitions of so great a number
of Americans, as that of songwriting.

From all walks of life, from all parts of

the country, would-be songwriters, de-
scend yearly upon Tin Pan Alley with
bulging briefcases, filled with manuscripts.
However, we can safely say that 99 per
cent, after heart-breaking setbacks, re-

turn to their homes, perhaps crestfallen

and disillusioned but definitely unde-
terred, for their manuscripts stilj deluge
Music Publishers daily.

This fact may not mean much to those
thousands of disappointed songwriters, as

far as encouragement to continue writ-

ing is concerned, but they might bet-
ter understand the reason why their

manuscripts are returned, UNOPENED, if

they realize that competition today is so
keen, that of the 3,000 professional song-
writers, (2,000 of whom are members of
the Ajnerican Society of Composers, Au-
thors and Publishers) a very small group
enjoy comparative success. They read of
the successful writers such as Irving Ber-
lin, Sigmund Romberg, Richard Rodgers,
Oscar Hammerstein, Johnny Mercer,
Hoagy Carmichael, Johnny Burke, Jimmy
Van Heusen, Frank Loesser, Ray Hender-
son, W. C. Handy, Jimmy McHugh and a
few others, but never hear lof the struggles.
heartaches and disappointments of the
lesser fry of Tin Pan Alley. Every year
new names come to the fore, but they, too,
were not overnight sensations, but in their
own ways had to overcome the most diffi-

cult of obstacles. In this category we can
name writers including Dave Mann and
Redd Evans (There, I've Said It Again),
Carl Sigman and Bob Hilliard (Civiliza-

tion)
, Bob Russell (Ballerina) , Joan Whit-

ney and Alex Kramer (Love, Love, Love)

,

Sammy Gallup and Guy Wood (Shoo Fly
Pie and Apple Pan Dowdy), Ross Mac-
Lean (Too Fat Polka), Sammy Mysels and
Dick Sanford (Red Silk Stockings), Jack
Owens (How Soon?), Francis Craig (Near
You), Evans & Livingston's (To Each His
Own). These fellows have been on the
stem for years and have just broken
through, .

There, is, however, one ray of hope for
the free-lance songwriter and that is, the
Disk-Jockey. For years these announcers-
turned-record emcees, had been making
progress in the Radio firmament and, dur-
ing the Second World War, finally came
into prominence. Unlike orchestra leaders,
who, when asked for a plug, often said,
"When the song gets on the Peatman (com-
piled weekly lists of most played songs)
or on,the Hit Parade, I'll do your number,"
Disk Jockeys listened to recordings and if

they liked a number, often plugged ob-
scure songs to Hitdom. Kurt Webster, a
DJ at WBT, Charlotte, is responsible for
the revived hit, "Heartaches." Martin
Block, Maurice Hart, Dick Gilbert,
Johnny Olsen, Rush Hughes, Bea Wain
and Andre Baruch, Sherman Feller,
Graeme Zimmer and others plugged
Frankie Laine's recording of "That's My
Desire" onto the Hit Parade. They also
were responsible for the success of Har-
monicats' novel arrangements of "Peg O'
My Heart," the Bullet record of "Near
You," the Tower record of "How Soon"
and Vaughn Monroe's Victor platter of
"Ballerina."
Thus a new angle has been discovered

which gives the free-lance and amateur
writer a chance to move into the charmed
circle. A fine recording of a new tune, if

plugged enough by the Disk Jockeys, can
assert itself. The Petrillo ban on the re-
cording of new songs, however, tempor-
arily keeps this gate shut but we are op-
timistic and feel that a compromise be-
tween the powers-that-be will be effected
and once more the field will be wide
open for those with good songs. The DJ
has been responsible for many an orchestra
leader playing a song which he had previ-
ously rejected. The DJ has done a great
service to songwriters, publishers and re-
cording companies and rates the gratitude
of all Tin Pan Alley.

Never a sustaining program

Sponsored 26 years

TELEVISION has
finally emerged as

a big business and is

perhaps the most
rapidly growing in-

dustry in the coun=
try. With receiving
sets in the hands of
the public counted in
six figures, and a po-
tential viewing audi-
ence of more than 20
million people now

j

within range of net-
work programs, all

of us connected with
this new industry are
faced with serious problems in meet-
ing the demand for equipment or ser-
vice.

Television is communication. As such,
it is certainly a business in which the
Bell Telephone System has a real in-

terest. Furthermore, television's re-
quirements for network facilities and
the know-how of network operation
fit in as a natural by-product of the very
large scale communication services
which the Telephone Companies now
furnish all over the country.

At the T.B.A. Conference a year ago
L. G. Woodford, General Manager of
the Long Lines Department of the
American Telephone and Telegraph
Company, told you about the television
facilities which the Bell System had
at that time and of their plans for fu-
ture extensions. During the past year
the television broadcasting industry has
made notable growth and, similarly, the
Bell System has made progress in pro-
viding facilities which will be needed
by this new industry. I will give you a
report of the progress we have made
and of our further plans for providing
television network facilities.

On the subject of inter-city facili-
ties, it seems clear that the larger the
audience reached the greater the value
of television broadcasting. Large scale
networks will not only spread the cost
of program production, but will make
it possible to view important events as
they happen in different parts of the

country. It would appear, therefore,
that inter-city networks are very im-
portant—perhaps more important to
television than they are to sound broad-
casting.

The Bell System plans to provide the
same sort of reliable network service
for the television broadcasting industry
as we do now for sound broadcasting.
We will make use of two kinds of
facilities—coaxial cable and radio re-
lay. Both of these types are being de-
veloped and installed between major
cities to provide needed circuits for
telephone, sound program, television,
and other private line services.

The radio relay system between New
York and Boston was officially opened
for experimental purposes on Novem-
ber 13. The demonstration at the open-
ing ceremonies included operation of
the system for multi-channel telephone
purposes and television transmission.
The television demonstration consisted
of a special program, arranged for
broadcasting by all stations connected
to the network—three stations in New
York, three in Washington, two in Phil-
adelphia, and one each in Baltimore
and Schenectady, N. Y. The program
started with a television pick-up in
New York, was next switched by radio
relay to a pick-up in Boston, and then
—via coaxial cable from New York to

a pick-up in Washington. The arrange-
ment thus demonstrated the adaptabil-
ity of both the radio relay and coaxial
systems for network operation.

Later, the New York-Boston radio
relay system was used to demonstrate
television transmission before the Insti-

tute of Radio Engineers on December 3

and^ the Television Broadcasters Asso-
ciation on December 10. On these oc-
casions transmission included two loop
circuits to Boston and back, for a total
distance of 900 miles. The first use of
this system by commercial broadcasters
occurred on December 5 when the
Louis-Walcott fight was carried to Bos-
ton.

'T'HERE is usual-
ly a tendency

— and a not un-
natural one at that
— to be pontifical
and/or pompously
prophetic when
any discussion of

trends and, tomor-
rows is aroused.
To be sure, we

admit to a formi-
dable knowledge
of the transcrip-
tion score, but
we also own up
to having been
shocked on our own solid grounds durmg
1947. On the basic of that atomic wallop,

we want to say here and now that there is

no program trend worth the mention as

far as E.T.'s are concerned. The only trend

worth considering at all for this year of

grace is the trend toward Programs wth
the proverbial capital "P."

The proof? It's in the results, the most
eloquent expression in any language and
beyond challenge by the most astute. When
we decided to create the most elaborate

and costliest transcribed dramatic show,
built around the extremely expensive and
highly cultivated triple-A star, Ronald
Colman, and supported by the very finest

in cast, full-blown orchestra and technical-

production-script values, all wrapped up
in classical and semi-classical finery as in-

spired by the works of the greatest authors
of all time, some of our severest critics and
even some of our best friends, said that
this time we had sure blown our top.

When the sponsor-station-listener re-
sponse to our fabulous half-hour package
proved overwhelming, our critics and
friends did only a little backtracking; they
said, "Oh, well, you were very lucky; the
trend is toward quality drama and you
came out with the product at just the right
time." Or words to that effect.

We think our being lucky purely coin-
cidental. The proof? The Colman-starring
"Favorite Story" was managing to struggle
along to the tune of some 300 stations, in-
cluding airings in 46 of the "Top 50" cities
in the country, and by many of the top-

top local and regional sponsors (including
a bunch of plenty smart companies who
had seldom or never presented their own
programs before but who could not resist
the irresistible), when we decided, after
the usual due consideration, upon a reverse
play.

The play was Guy Lombardo—The Guy
Lombardo Show—one of the two or three
great names in the pop music business,
and to the musical savants who know
about such things, also one of the most
durable. This was another dollar-dizzy
adventure because we operated on the
theory that if Lombardo measured 100 per
cent in value, a couple of six added fillips
would brand the show at least double in
value. So we brought in master dictionist
David Ross as narrator, the best crafts-
men (writers, technicians, etc.) and the
whole Lombardo crew—the Twin Pianos,
Don Rodney, Kenny Gardner, The Lom-
bardo Medley, the Vocal Trio and, for a
topper, "The Famous Lombardo Picture
Story" in which nostalgia joined the Muse
in the building of a beautiful and tender,
richly integrated narrative pattern.
Our severest critics and even some of

our best friends said that this time we
would fall flat on our face. They said the
kilocycles were cluttered up with music
^big and little orchestras, local and net-
work disk jockeys, and all kinds of musi-
cal razzle-dazzles at a dime a dozen, some
literally, others figuratively. Also, the
trend was way from big name orchestras,
and too expensive, anyway, for local and
regional sponsorship.

It is true we fell flat on our face—after
being loaded down with contracts for the
Lombardo Show to the point where the
man with "The Sweetest Music This Side
of Heaven" was annexing better than 250
outlets and threatening Colman's crown.
Of course, two eggs don't make a full

basket, a truism we cannot deny. So what
about the other eggs? While Colman's
Favorite Story (quality drama) and Lom-
bardo's 30 - minute confection (quality
music) were acting like crazy on the sales
barometer, our other packages, virtually
all of them dissimilar, and all of them
older than "Favorite" and the Lombardo
production, were being grabbed by lo-
cal and regional advertisers at a clip that
made them record-breakers on our books.

[VriNETEEN forty-
^ seven can be put

down as the year when
television really start-

ed to turn the corner;
the year when circula-

tion in merchandise-
able quantities began
to emerge; the year
when commercial tele-

vision networking was
born and the year
when advertisers be-
gan to get sales in ad-
dition to "experience"
and "franchises" for

their television dollars.

To be sure, when compared with other
mass media, the merchandising accom-
plishments of television are modest. But,
television has sold all manner of products
from high priced automobiles to razor
blades; there has been a sound, healthy
beginning. During the year the number
of advertisers using television increased
six-fold, from 23 in March to 139 in

October. While, as was to be expected,
the major schedules were run by members
of the "100 largest", many much smaller
advertisers, both retailers and small dis-

tributors, used television to advantage.

A noteworthy development of 1947 was
the emergence of sports as the most pop-
ular program type. Because sports shows
are put on by the most experienced pro-
ducers (the sports promoters) in the most
ideal settings (the arenas, ball parks, etc.)

with the greatest casts (the country's
proficient and colorful players) , sports
naturally achieve a peak of program ex-
cellence not yet attainable by other pro-
gram forms.

It was not surprising, therefore, that in

almost every survey of relative program
popularity sports took first place. A strik-
ing confirmation of this popularity is

found in the extent to which advertise-
ments of television receivers show scenes
on the screens of the pictured receivers.
Nor was it any less surprising that

many of the country's largest and shrewd-
est advertisers used sports for their tele-
vision programming. Whereas in 1945-6
many sports shows were carried as sus-

tainers, in 1947, sponsorship of sports

events grew to the point where during
the latter part of the year almost all

available sports packages carried an ad-
vertiser's sales message.

1947 saw the inauguration of regular
daytime television. Several daytime pro-
grams, broadcast principally between the
hours of 1 and 2 p.m., directed to the
interest and entertainment of housewives
made their debuts. And from the enthusi-
asm with which they were received, it

is evident that daytime programming has
made a vigorous start.

Another striking note of 1947, was the
marked improvement in the development
of commercial techniques. The year saw
a rapid growth in the recognition of the
tremendous sales potentialities of the liv-

ing sight and moving sound of television.

Building on the earlier experience in the
medium, many advertising agencies began
to develop marked proficiency in devising
and executing commercials of increasing
effectiveness.

There was a noticeable trend away
from the merely "cute" commercial to
more direct and thoughtful demonstra-
tions and other presentations of the true
values of goods and services. Studies
among viewers indicated a preference for
informative advertising and away from
the devious concealed approach.
Numerous case histories came to light

during 1947. They range all the way from
gratifying records for low costs per in-

quiry and noteworthy sales for established
lines through normal dealer outlets, to
successful use of the medium to obtain
distribution for new products.
As a result, there is a healthy degree

of interest in television marked by some
competition for favorable availabilities of
both time spots and programs. Tardy and
lethargic advertisers, complacently conn-
paring television with radio, are finding
it increasingly difficult to satisfy their
requirements in the comparatively limited
field of television, certainly a wholesome
situation for the medium.

All in all, 1947 has been a year of great
progress for this dynamic new medium.
It has learned many good lessons from its

own past experience. Beyond question,
it is taking on the stature and stability.

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nnm types preferred

Fitzsimmons

T OOKING back in

retrospect over
the programming oi

the past year, and
permitting this re-

trospection to be
buttressed by the
opinions and findings
of more than 600
program executives
from coast to coast,

we are impressed
principally by the
demand of radio au-
diences in all sec-
tions of the land for,

first, MUSIC and, secondly, NEWS.
In these two programming categories

are grouped the established preferences
of the bulk of the American listening pub-
lic. In these preferences are mirrored
the innate culture, intelligence and dis-

crimination of the nation's average audi-
ence. In this fact we will find, if we but
look, the refutation—the emphatic refuta-
tion—of those who would have us believe
that our country's sitters-by-the-radio are
infantile, even moronic, in their quest for
entertainment.

•

The American public has unjustly been
called fickle, indecisive. It is neither. The
preference of the majority for music and
news during 1947 is not a "trend." It is a

fixed course, a continuation of a demand
which was felt with equal strength in

1946, a social and cultural force which was
vital in war as in peace, and which un-
doubtedly will be dominant on the air-

waves of the years to come. It is a health-
ful condition, one of which the industry
and the nation can well be proud.
Actually, music—both live and tran-

scribed—was most in demand. This is

natural, because of the many and varied
forms in which this "food for the soul"
can be presented, and which makes it

adaptable and acceptable to so many
groups, from lovers of symphony and
opera down through the various divisions
of semi-classical, standard, popular, dance,
hill-billy and folk tunes.
The news broadcast, the value of which

was so firmly established during the war,
has maintained its popularity almost un-
diminished. The demand for the "news-
cast," while not nearly so strong as for

music, is, nevertheless, far more emphatic
than for the categories which follow.

These categories, in their order, are: Va-
riety, Dramatic Shows, Quiz Programs,
Comedy, Sports.
In the third and fourth classification

—

Variety, and Dramatic Shows—the matter
of transcriptions moves strongly to the

fore. Generally, it seems, the transcribed
show is accepted as readily as the live

program, quality being the one criterion

by which the listener will judge. There
is, however, an audience group which
feels that it is getting a transcribed pro-
duction "second hand." It is not a large
segment of the public, however, and its

size, such as it is, now is decreasing.
In fifth place we find the quiz show,

followed by comedy. The margin of

leadership for the quiz is very slight,

however, and all indications point to a

switch in the order of these groups dur-
ing the coming year. While the popu-
larity of the quiz show still is strong,

the demand for new programs of this type
is very slight.

On the other hand, the demand for new
comedy shows is strong and widespread.
This is not to say that the public is tiring

of the tried-and-true top-flight comedians
who have risen to international fame
during the past decade or more; on the
contrary, the call for more of the same is

distinctly a tribute to those now on the
airwaves.
The giveaway show, that strange

growth within the program structure of

the industry, condemned by the majority,
and even by its proponents looked upon
as a necessary evil, is, happily, on the way
out, heading very slowly, but steadily, for

oblivion.

Sports, in the form of on-the-spot
broadcasts of athletic events, boxing
bouts, etc., at the time they occur, are, of

course, popular when of sufTflcient im-
portance as a news event.

In summation, it can truly be said that

America's taste in program preference is

generally sound, cultural. For this, the
station program directors of the nation
must share credit. A vital, indispensable
force behind the scenes, their influence in

the uplifting of the industry should be
appreciated by all who have the best in-

terests of that industry at heart.

IN rounding out

1947's report on
radio in all its many
phases, it would be a

serious omission not
to include the strides

made by the network
co-operative pro-
grams. If anything,
this was the year
when the co-op shows
came into their own
with the four major
networks airing a to-

tal of 51 co-operative
programs at year's

end. Of these 51 shows, Mutual Broad-
casting System accounted for 18; American
Broadcasting System for 14; Columbia
Broadcasting System for 13, and National
Broadcasting System for 6. This amounts
to a 59 per cent increase in co-op shows
over the period ending the year 1946.

•
Conjecturing on the reasons for this

spurt in co-operative programs, the obvi-
ous answer lies in the fact that the spon-
sors advertising dollars for radio program-
ming are going further and giving better
programming. It is safe to assume that

the number of co-operative programs will

see a continued increase during the year
1948, with every likelihood that by the
years end, some 100 co-op programs will

be in force via the four major networks
and many of their affiliates.

In all cases, news programs were the
most sought-after, substantiating the fact

that such programs are in the top listen-

ability spot on the air. This is easily ac-
counted for by the impact the war years
had on news broadcasts and continued
world unrest. News programs still rate the
highest percentage of radio listeners by the
majority of the American radio audience.
The advantages of multiple sponsorship

is not always immediately measurable in

a dollar and cents return to the advertiser.
The prestige impact of local sponsors be-
ing able to bring a top rated news program
to an audience who might otherwise have
to do without, cannot accurately be meas-
ured. Likewise, such sponsorship has un-
told good effect upon the affiliates offering
this program to their audiences, and here-
in perhaps lies the secret of better pro-
gram building nationwide, at a cost which

enables a number of sponsors in any one
community to bring quality programming
to their customers.

•

As far as can be best traced, the incep-

tion of network co-operative programming
originated with Fulton Lewis, Jr., (MBS),
who is credited with having first com-
menced the co-operative program idea. His
first paying sponsor was the American Na-
tional Bank in Denver, Colo. This same
bank has been sponsoring the Lewis
broadcast ever since.

A revolutionary departure for "Informa-
tion Please," another Mutual program, took
place in 1947, when that program went
co-op, allowing it to be heard over 107

stations by the end of the year.

Among ABC's top co-operative shows
are the "Abbott & Costello" show, now
sponsored over 65 stations of ABC, cover-
ing the major markets in the U. S. The
weekly cost of such a .program, varies ac-
cording to the affiliate using it, but a good
example is Station WFVA, a 250 watt out-

let in Fredericksburg, Va. This station

pays $38 for this top co^medy p'rogram,
which includes cost for time and talent.

WJZ, ABC's key outlet in New York, a

50,000 watt station, pays $1929 for the same
program. Another ABC co-op program
which rates high is Martin Agronsky,
ABC's news commentator, which inci-

dentally, is the network's leader in co-op
sales, with 101 advertisers sponsoring the
program on 85 stations.

NBC's "World News Roundup," heard
Monday through Saturday, remains in that
network's No. 1 spot, with 31 sponsors on
53 stations. Next in line is their "News
of the World," program, with 19 sponsors,
heard over 58 affiliates. A new-co.mer to

the NBC co-op list of programs is Robert
Ripley's "Believe It O'r Not" program,
heard over 79 stations with 14 sponsors.
Among CBS' top co-op shows is their

"World News Roundup," heard over many
of the CBS affiliates throughout the coun-
try. "Bill Henry 'and the News," another
leading CBS co-op show is a news pro-
gram much in demand by radio adver-
tisers.

All told, the co-operative program is

very much in evidence, with the co-opera-
tive program departments of each net-
work accountable for a goodly portion of

their increased business for 1947.

r\NE of the out-
^^ standing events
in the expansion of

commercial radio in

1947 was the fact that

gross revenue of sta-

tions from local retail

advertising exceeded
network revenue for

the first time in his-

tory. According to an
NAB estimate, the

' station figure sur-
passed the gross rev-
enue of the national
networks by over
$10,000,000. Local retail advertising brought
stations about $136,000,000 during 1947, an
increase of 17 per cent over the previous
year.

The nearly $20,000,000 increase in local

retail advertising, however, is due in part
to the fact that there were 1400 stations

in 1947 compared with 953 in 1946. But
NAB said its survey clearly reflected the
"increasingly local character" of radio
and its growing importance as a "com-
munity" medium.
While the 17 per cent increase is im-

pressive, let's look for a piece of infor-

mation with a little more significance.

It'll be found in NAB's estimate of an
average eight per cent gross revenue in-

crease in 1947, for all types of stations,

and an increase of nine per cent in oper-
ating costs. This in no way, however,
means that total profits took a dip in

1947 but it does point out that the broad-
casters' apprehension that gross and oper-
ating increases would run neck and neck
has all come true. Reasons given for rises

in operating costs ranged from operation
of non-profit FM outlets to meeting further
wage demands of new labor contracts.

Trend toward a lower rate of profit in

broadcasting, reported by the FCC in its

analysis of 1946 financial statements of

licensees, continued on into 1947. Per-
centage-wise, small stations of 250 watts
or less were the best bet in meeting the

economic crises. Their average gross was
up 10 per cent, higher than any other type
of station, while their operating costs went
up only five per cent, less than any other
type of outlet. Medium stations (500 to

5,000 watts) were caught right in the mid-
dle of the trend. Their average gross rev-

enue increase was the lowest of all types
(six per cent) while their operating ex-
penses went up more than any others (11

per cent.)

From all advertisers—network, local and
spot business—radio got over $357,000,000

(gross revenue) in 1947, according to NAB
estimates. This hike of around seven
per cent came to some extent from the

increasing number of stations on the air

and the fact that national spot business

went up some nine per cent. National and
regional web revenues held pretty steady

but did show a slight decline in the

combined figures.

Getting specific about national networks,
ABC's gross network time sales went up
7.2 per cent in 1947. The take was $43,548,-

057 compared with $40,617,130 in 1946.

ABC's 7.2 per eent jump last year was
far above the only 1.4 per cent gain noted
in 1946.

Mutual's gross billings were down about
three and one-half million last year but
the network reported such was to be
expected since in 1946 the jump had been
an outstanding 25 per cent. MBS billings

were $22,372,711 in 1947 compared with
$25,907,202 in 1946.

The CBS financial statement for 1947,

omitting a few items of the previous year,

revealed only gross income and didn't

talk about gross billings. Trade circles

immediately speculated that time sales

must have been down in '47, particularly

since several big holes showed up in the

commercial program schedule. However,
gross income for CBS last year was slight-

ly above that in 1946, a figure which in-

cludes sale of Columbia Records and in-

come from other operations. Gross income
in 1947 was $9,520,100 compared with
$9,355,900 the previous year. CBS net in-

come was also a wee bit up in 1947.

In the way of dollar volume time sales,

NBC remained at the head of the list and
there were periods in 1947 when it came
to as near being sold out as a network can

be. NBC declined to give figures, although
admitting that 1947 was its best year in

history and that goes for several of its

owned and operated stations. Such being

the case, NBC gross billings continued
upward of $66,000,000

Green

/^HICAGO radio^ started the year
1948 with a healthy
optimism based upon
concrete achieve-
ments ofthe past year
and ipromising indi-
cations that the new
year would see sub-
stantial expansion of

advertising budgets,
with radio getting an
agreeable share of
the advertising dol-
lars. An excellent
example of what to

expect in '48 was
the announcement of the Toni Company,
makers of a hair beauty aid, that the
firm's advertising budget for the year
would be $6,000,000, approximately $4,-

000,000 of which would be devoted to

radio. With approximately 125 other ad-
vertisers having budgets exceeding a mil-
lion dollars each annually, and all of them
having found radio a profitable medium,
both loical and network sales departments
feel sure that they will keep pace with
the upward sales curve.

Substantial progress has been made in

programming and production by Chicago
radio stations, which have been making a
sincere effort to improve their shows

—

with considerable success. A number of

programs in the public service category
have received high commendation. In
common with the trend elsewhere, Chi-
cago has seen a tremendous increase in

disc jockey shov/s, some of which have
gained astonishing popularity. New disc
shows continue to pop up, although in
the opinion of many radio men they have
been overdone.

Activities in all branches of ABC's cen-
tral division showed marked improvement
in 1947, according to E. R. Borroff, vice-
president in charge of the Chicago opera-
tions, and give promise of further progress
during 1948. Borroff pointed to the addi-
tional business sold through the division;
the increase in Chicago originations, and
the huge success enjoyed by the sponsors
of the "Jack Armstrong" and "Sky King"

programs which were expanded from
quarter-hour daily segments to 36-minute
broadcasts on alternate days. Two long-
established New York ABC programs,
"Ladies Be Seated" and "Terry and the
Pirates," moved to Chicago in '47, and a
new audience participation program, "Wel-
come Travelers," started last summer,
quickly became a favorite. Commenting
on the record made by the division last

year, Gil Berry, sales manager, said: "The
tremendous strides made by ABC in 1947
will continue on an even greater scale in
1948."

NBC and its local station, WENR, started
the new year with many new accounts
and important renewals on their books,
and I. E. Showerman, NBC manager, said
'48 promised a steady increase in business.
In programming and production, NBC
has kept pace with the times. A prosper-
ous 1948 for WGN and Mutual is seen by
Ade Hult, Mutual's midwest manager. A
new WGN program, Lou Cowan's "R.F.D.
America," launched late in '47, was zoom-
ing to popularity by mid-January.

The CBS station, WBBM, won com-
mendation and several awards for public
service programs such as "Report Un-
censored," "Democracy, U. S. A.," and
"Assignment Home," and for the work
done by the WBBM-FM Studio Theater.
Both commercially and from a program
and production standpoint, 1948 promised
to be a successful year.

Chicago's independent stations carried
more business in 1947 than during the
previous year and entered the new year
with excellent prospects for greater in-

creases. WJJD, the Marshall Field station,

and WIND reported heavy billing, and
WGES carried a record amount of local
business.

FM radio has made progress in the Chi-
cago area. WEAW in suburban Evanston
went in operation in 1947 and has become
firmly established. WENR-FM started op-
eration January 1, and WOAK, in sub-
urban Oak Park, was scheduled to go on
the air about March 1. Evanston also has
a new AM station, WNNP, and a new
AM station, WVON, was in the works
early in the year for Chicago's South
Side.

President During the year

our network established and developed
its theory of "planned programming"—
of the presentation in prime listening

time broadcasts intended to appeal to

and hold the interest of a large, con-

tinuing audience and so to give the ad-

vertiser the benefit of a cumulative aud-
ience response! Exemplifying this the-

ory was our rearrangement of the Tues-
day night listening pattern to offer, in

contiguous time periods, such pro-
grams as "Youth Asks the Govern-
ment"; "America's Town Meeting"; the

Boston Symphony; and "Labor USA" in

which both labor and management can
offer their views on current problems
affecting the nation.

Similarly, we realigned our Wednes-
day night schedule to offer in the same
way such outstanding programs as
"Mayor of the Town"; "Vox Pop"; "Ab-
bott and Costello"; "Groucho Marx"; the
Bing Crosby and the Henry Morgan
programs to make that night a top list-

ening "must."

We intend, in 1948, to extend and am-
plify this system of programming; but
we certainly do not feel that we or any
other network has yet hit upon a for-

mula which will answer all the de-
mands of an ideally balanced program
schedule. To my way of thinking, that
ultimate will never be reached. From
the standpoint of the listener, ideal
programming would offer hour after
hour of similar broadcasts—music, dra-
ma, variety. But we have also the prob-
lem of the advertiser, who naturally
wants something different to attract an
ever greater audience and thus attain
a wider market for his product. I feel
that there must always be a compro-
mise point between the ideal of the
advertiser and that of the listener and
I feel that we have made an excellent
approach to what might be termed an
ideal compromise.
During the past five years, the net-

work has more than doubled its cov-
erage in the leading markets of the na-
tion. At the close of the year, our af-
filiates numbered 265, carefully selected
to further the network policy of giving
our advertisers coverage of listeners
and not merely of territory. Among the
leading developments in the station
field during 1947 was the operation of
our owned and managed outlet in San
Francisco, KGO, as a fifty kilowatt sta-
tion as of December 1, making it the
most powerful outlet on the West Coast
between the Canadian and Mexican
borders.

®

During the year we also received
television and FM grants in the five
cities where we currently own and op-
erate standard band stations—New
York, Chicago, Detroit, Hollywood, and
San Francisco. Television sites have
been acquired in all cities and some-
time in 1948 we expect to begin tele-
vision operations, probably starting on
the West Coast. It is probable that in
the coming year we will also begin
FM operation in connection with one
or more of our owned and operated
stations. In this connection, I should
like to say that when we do begin FM
operations, it will be through duplica-
tion of programs already being broad-
cast on our AM stations. We believe
that only in this way can FM be de-
veloped to its full stature. It is not a
separate industry and we think it can-
not be developed as such.

To return to 1947 for a moment, the
year saw a substantial number of new-
to-radio advertisers using the facilities
of our network, one result of which was
that ABC was completely sold out dur-
ing the 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. period, Wed-
nesday and Friday nights completely
sold and comparatively little prime
time available elsewhere.

No sir, I think that the coming year
will be a good one for all advertising
media and that radio will have its

equitable share of the advertising bud-
get of the manufacturer intent on sell-
ing products. While operating costs are
steadily rising, we at ABC feel that we
have no reason to look toward 1948
with anything but an oDtimistic out-
look for the progress of our company.

President Let's take a look at

the problems that the

radio industry faces during the next 12

months.
First, there is the problem of prompt

acceptance of a strong code for the self-

regulation of the industry. At CBS we
have given full endorsement to the NAB
code proposed last September in Atlan-
tic City. And we will give our full

endorsement and active support to any
revised code that retains what we be-
lieve are adequate safeguards of the

public interest. We are hopeful that the

nation's broadcasters will work out such
an agreement and have it in effect well
before the end of 1948.

Second, there is the matter of new
legislation to amend the Federal Com-
munications Act of 1934. Hearings be-
gan in 1947 on the White Bill. Further
legislative action is expected during the

coming year. The industry should wel-
come this new opportunity to urge en-
actment of its fundamental belief that

radio should be as free as the press and
m.otion pictures.

At the same time, on another front

there is the matter of freedom for edi-

torial expression on the air. This
Spring the Federal Communications
Commission has scheduled hearings on
the right of broadcast licensees to "edi-
torialize." The resolution of this im-
portant issue may well have great im.-

pact on the whole future of broadcast-
ing.

As this is being written, an urgent
and immediate problem is the negoti-
ating of a new contract between the
American Federation of Musicians and
the radio industry. There are many
compelling reasons why this should be
settled with dispatch. The immediate

future of FM is at stake here. The re-
appearance of live musicians on tele-

vision programs is essential to the
successful development of this newe^
medium of mass communication. The
output of the recording and radio indus-
tries is now so closely interwoven that
anything affecting the output of one is

bound to have a direct effect on the
other. A prompt settlement of these is-

sues on a basis equitable to all, while
not easy to encompass, is vital to broad-
casting's growth in 1948.

Audience research should come in for
hard examination this year. Today's
product will not do for tomorrow. It's

inadequate and too costly.

And, of course, the problem that
overshadows all others is the constant
need of improved programming. Here
bold steps must be taken if we are to
increase radio's position in the Amer-
ican community.
During the past year, at CBS we

placed the greatest emphasis on our
product. Our program operations, both
in Hollywood and New York wxre sig-
nificantly intensified. And the new year
finds Columbia with the largest pro-
gram department in the industry.

We plan to launch in 1949 a number
of new and, we believe, exciting enter-
tainment programs. Several new and
richly talented personalities will be
brought to CBS microphones. We plan
that Columbia-built programs—CBS'
own "package" shows—will continue to

be the focus of attention.

A series of significant reports on to-

day's problems and institutions are
planned for Columbia's Documentary
Unit, which recently rounded out its

first full year of operation.

A new code, an amended radio act,

the reappearance of live music on FM
and television, improved listener re-
search, new and fresh programs—these
are now problems confronting us.

They can become achievements of
1948.

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Mutual Broadcasting System

Edgar Kobak
President

pACH year, when I

am asked to pre-
pare an article for

RADIO ANNUAL, I

like to take a look at

what I said the previ-

ous year, just to see

how I came out. This
is pretty good mental

discipline for anybody who is called

upon to discuss a future outlook,

whether it be in business, politics, or

any other phase of living.

For 1947, I prophesied a year of

"noses to the grindstone," of buckling
down to competitive selling, the laying
of secure foundations for postwar busi-

ness, and the development of better
programs as well as the careful study
of facts. I also said something about our
efforts to make the advertising dollar
more productive. So far as Mutual is

concerned, that is the sort of year we
have put in during 1947—^^and from pres-
ent indications, I feel confident that we
shall be doing much the same in 1948.

Perhaps, more so.

We have been busy building our net-
work, facilities-wise, and now we are
turning to the task of building up our
audience, program-wise. For both tasks,
we believe the right attitude is to start
at the beginning, tackle first things first,

build slowly, carefully, and methodical-
ly—and then start talking about it.

A couple of months ago we started to
talk about the Mutual network's day-
time coverage as it is today, following
the many new improvements and addi-
tions which have been taking place dur-
ing the past year or so. In doing this,

we have been discussing our network
in_ terms of the audience it serves—the
millions of people who now can receive
Mutual programs reliably, satisfactor-
ily, and without the annoyance of sta-
tic, man-made electrical noise, or the
interference of other stations. This is

SERVICE in terms of the listener's re-
ception rather than in terms of the en-
gineer's output. It is the first requisite
of "radio circulation."
We have said that this new concep-

tion of "listenability" is something that
you are going to hear a lot about from
now on. In 1948, we think that "listen-
ability" will be more and more studied,
discussed, and used.
We believe that the use of "listen-

ability" measurements—and naturally

the improvement and refining of the
"listenability" technique—will keep a
lot of people busy during the next year.
V/e are going right ahead with the job
at Mutual, and we expect to make "lis-
tenability" techniques available to our
Mutual affiliates. If it proves out to be
a valuable tool for time-buyers as well
as for station managements, it seems
certain that the use of this method of
measurement will be extended to other
stations and, perhaps to other networks.

Perhaps, "listenability" is a symbol of
the progress which broadcasting is mak-
ing in its search for bedrock measure-
ments and standards to help advertis-
ers buy time more efficiently and more
economically. The BMB is an indica-
tion of this desire for better and more
universal measurements to be applied
to radio listening, but unfortunately
during 1948, according to present plans,
the BMB's activities will be restricted
to an interim study and not to a com-
plete, nation-wide job, which is being
postponed until 1949.
Broadcasting is a fast-moving busi-

ness and we have to find measurements
which can be kept up to date, which
can reflect changes and which can be
used as a guide to the immediate fu-
ture. Advertisers want facts, more
facts, and up-to-date facts. They don't
like to buy on hunches and in 1948,
more than ever, we think that they are
going to re-examine all of their adver-
tising activities very closely.
During 1947, we have seen a marked

tendency on the part of big national ad-
vertisers to analyze the cost of their
network broadcasting. We have seen ex-
cellent presentations of a competitive
nature from the other mediums, and we
know that competition between radio
and the other mediums is increasing
rather than abating.
Over at Mutual, we believe in adver-

tising, and we believe in broadcasting.
We believe that there is a real place for
broadcasting in the over-all advertising
picture, and we are not particularly
worried by clean, healthy competition.
We realize that competition is the life-
blood of free American enterprise and
if we are to make any New Year's reso-
lutions, one of them will be to reaffirm
our constant belief that there is no need
to get panicky, and to resolve that we
will not fall into the mistaken notion
that we have to lash out at the other
guy or tear down our competitors.

'THE year 1948 will

have great mean-
ing for both radio
and television.
Broadcasters, without
further equivocation,

must decide in the

next year whether to

adopt a new and re-

vised code of standards which they will

all follow, or whether different ele-

ments of broadcasting are to go different

ways in their broadcasting practices,

probably to the detriment of all.

!
It is still the view of the National

Broadcasting Company that an indus-
try-wide code is the best means of im-
proving our service to the public. We
were keenly disappointed that final ac-

tion on a firm code was not taken in

1947. We will continue to urge adoption
of such a code in 1948. But if a code for

all broadcasters is not forthcoming in

1948, it may be that NBC will find it

expedient to establish its own new set

of standards, so urgently do we feel the
need of one.

However, a code for only the net-
works would not materially correct the
conditions which are annoying some
listeners. The listener condemns all

radio for the offenses of a few operators.
He concludes that if one station broad-
casts offensive material or devotes too
much time to commercial matter, then
all must do the same.

That's why NBC feels that in 1948
standards of practice must be raised by
all operators originating programs and
not by a scattered few.

And what of public service?

The National Broadcasting Company
expects great things in the coming year
of its new Public Affairs and Education
Department. The six-man Public Af-
fairs Board headed by Ken R. Dyke is

exploring anew the question of pro-
gramming in the public service area.
We expect their forward planning to

reach full fruition in 1948 with new and
provocative programs concerning sub-
jects of world and national import. It

is too early to report exactly what these
programs will be or what form they
will take. However, one period of prime
time has been set aside for the presen-
tation of a documentary type program
which will treat with important world
problems.

It seems to us at NBC, vitally im-
portant that we develop programs that

will get more persons interested in the
issues of the day, inform them about
all sides of those issues, and arouse
them to thoughtful, intelligent action.

That is what we plan to do more dili-

gently and, we are sure, more effective-

ly in 1948.

In television, 1948 will find this new
medium for entertainment and adver-
tising moving from its adolescent stage
of the past few years into full-fledged
maturity. In the next year, video will
become an exciting commonplace in

hundreds of communities. It v/ill begin
to spread its diverting and real life

presentations in all directions as net-
works expand further and further over
the United States and independent sta-
tions mushroom in cities not yet con-
nected by coaxial cable or relay systems.
Television's big push in 1948 will be
materially assisted, too, by the set man-
ufacturers whose production will reach
all-time highs in the coming weeks.

The economics of television also will

"look up" in 1948. Advertisers, attracted

by the greater message-impact on the

consumer which video provides, are ex-
pected to use this medium in increasing
numbers in the new year.

NBC has always led in television.

And it intends to maintain that leader-
ship in 1948 through the development
of new network facilities, through re-
finement of production techniques and
through development of new and finer

programs in all fields of entertainment
and education.

WNEW's Industry Soundoff
Bernice Judis. who has parlayed

her WNEW (N.Y.) management into

one of the most lucrative indie op-
erations in the country, finally re-
solved last week that running a sta-

tion is one thing; operating a cufTo
consulting service is another.
Requests from station operators

around the country—and outside
the country—for gratis permission to
duplicate the New York indie's pro-
gramming and administrative for-
mula have reached a point where
stations were overstepping the
bounds of good neighborliness. It

was a case where WNETW was con-
fronted with the necessity of setting
up a post of Vice-President in
Charge of Station Relations, or going
on record with a blanket nix to sta-

tions seeking to duplicate the indie's

pattern. Miiis Judis, in a "how-
friendly-can-you-get" stance, threw
in the sponge last week, and publicly
went on record in favor of the latter
course.

Although the requests date back
years, when Martin Block first in-

augurated his "Make Believe Ball-
room," it was only in the last year

!or two that the station found itself

expending a considerable portion of

months for cuffo duplication of sta-
tion's' programming.

Deep in the Heart Of
For example, there was the south-

ern station that recently asked for
nothing short of a complete outline
of WNEW's ''formula for success" to
counter the strong local competition.
Or the equally frank request from a
Texas operator who wanted to es-
tablish a music-news pattern similar
to WNEW's, "so will you please send
us your complete schedule."
Other samples: a 50,000-watter in

the south asked for an air-check of
the "Hollywood Newsreel" show, "so
we can analyze it here" in prepara-
tion for a similar program; the
Pennsylvania station wanting to re-
vise its schedule and asking for a
swap deal on schedules "and we'd
appreciate your suggestions"; mid-
west outlet that wanted outright
permission to use a WNEW-devel-
oped commercial "because its cute
angle would fit our needs."

Also the New Orleans station that
thought "The Spoken Word" would
go down there, "so do you mind if

we copy it," although acknowledging
it will give WNEW a credit tag; the
station in Rome, Ente Italiano Per

its time and labor dishing out—for Gli Sambi Teatralia, that w^ants to
free—carbon copies on program-op-
erational techniques. Reque.'Nts for
tolerance spots or organizational
public shows were one thing (station
still wants to be helpful on that

THE American Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers now is in

its 35th year of service to commercial users of music and to its members.
It begins the year 1948 with a writer membership (composer and author)

of 1888, and a publisher membership of 306. When Victor Herbert and eight

associates formed the Society in 1914 the entire membership was a little

more than 100. Its licensees number more than 37,000. Its chief purpose is

the protection of its members' music performing rights. This is done through

a system of licensing commercial enterprises making use of music.
•

Perhaps the most significant trend of the Society in recent years has been

its amplified service to the symphonic, concert and recital field. In the early

years the Society's licensees were chiefly in the popular music field, with its

membership largely men and women creating music of the popular type.

The Society now follows the pattern of similar Societies in other countries,

including in its repertoire music of the standard or serious type as well as

popular music. The trend is reflected in the increasing proprtion of standard

composers within ASCAP's membership. The ratio of the standard to popu-

lar members is one to two.

The users of serious music in steadily increasing numbers are finding the

ASCAP repertoire a valuable source of important program items, and the

simple machinery of the ASCAP license a highly desirable asset.

In radio's increasing use of serious music the enlarged ASCAP repertoire

has been found particularly helpful. ASCAP, including the creators of every

conceivable type of music for every conceivable use, has grown to be truly

a national institution, its membership representing every state and terri-

tory of the U. S., as well as other lands whose creative talent has found a

home in America.
There are 159 women members of ASCAP, the proportion of women in

the serious field being larger than that of men. Whereas there is one serious

music composer for every two in the popular field, the division of women
is about equal in the two fields.

In January 1948 the Thomas Y. Crowell Co. published the ASCAP BIO-

GRAPHICAL DICTIONARY which includes data covering every member
of the Society.

President

IN EXISTENCE but seven years, BMI is a symbol of an industry's
initiative in creating the competition which freed it from a monopoly

that once threatened its very economic life. During this time, broadcasters
have not only carried out their original competitive plan but have brought
into being an organization of international musical importance.
Today all but four of the broadcasting stations of the United States and

Canada, as well as national and regional networks are BMI licensees. In

addition, there are close to 2,000 hotels, night clubs and other establishments
where music is performed, licensed by BMI.

•

Apart from its affiliations with established societies and music publishers,

BMI as a matter of policy has opened and developed new sources of music
by American composers, creating a vast repertoire that otherwise might
never have seen the light of day. BMI has stimulated and encouraged in

this way, hundreds of talented young writers and new publishers, thus
building up its reservoir of music in all fields—popular, folk, educational

and standard. The acquisition of new properties is a continuing process in

TELEVISION programming techniques
both from an advertising and entertain-

ment point of view progressed during
1947 but there is still need of showman-
ship in the development of the sight and
sound art.

Program progress of the past year in-

cluded improvement in special events cov-
erage; more intelligent use of visual com-
mercials; the advent of daytime programs
designed for kiddie viewing and the use of

documentary, news and educational films.

Some of the major advertising agencies
such as Foote, Cone and Belding, J. Walter
Thompson, and N, W. Ayer have made
excellent use of movie commercials in the
television field. The use of films to sell

Lucky Strike cigarettes, the Ford film
commercials and U. S. Rubber's treatment
of sports events on film are some of the
notable examples of good taste and excel-
lent merchandising using movie tech-
niques.

•

Another important step on the progres-
sive side noted the past year which holds
promise for further expansion this year
is the increasing number of program hours
on stations. The complaint that television

gave little or no daytime programming is

being answered by increasing schedules
of daytime shows—afternoon programs of

special appeal to women and children.
Also by adding daytime special events
coverage of events in Washington and
New York.
The coming of the Republican and

Dem.ocratic National conventions to Phila-
delphia in July are heralded in television
circles as two events that will give great
impetus to the new art. Extensive plans
for network and station coverage on the
Atlantic seaboard and tele film coverage
for stations in other sections of the coun-
try have been worked out. In addition the
major manufacturers of television receiv-
ing sets in February made plans for an ex-
tensive advertising and promotion cam-
paign designed to step up the sale of re-
ceivers for the forthcoming political con-
ventions.

•

Greatest problem from an audience
standpoint in 1948 is the installation bottle-

neck which the major manufacturers up
till now have not been able to solve. The
demand for receivers, particularly the

table models produced by Du Mont, RCA,
Philco, Farnsworth, Emerson, General
Electric and others have been great but
the distributors and dealers have not been
geared to handle the installation and ser-

vicing in many instances.
Despite the set installation bottleneck

the television industry made amazing
progress during 1947 and will climb to

still greater heights in 1948. With pros-
pect of nearly 50 television stations in

operation before the end of 1948 and
nearly a million sets in the hands of the
growing video audience the new industry
will become a nation-wide entertainment
and commercial enterprise this year.

Two organizations have done much to

further the new art the past year. These
are the Television Broadcasters Associa-
tion and the American Television Society.

The TEA under the leadership of Jack
Poppele, president, have represented both
the manufacturers and the broadcasters
and the ATS with Don McClure as presi-

dent and have brought together all seg-
ments of video into a closely knit progres-
sive society of television experts and new-
comers to the field. Their impact, unques-
tionably, have been of immea^surable
value in establishing television as a dra-
matic, growing industry.

•

Probably one of the biggest needs of

the new art is the establishment of an
authoritative survey system which will

give broadcasters, manufacturers and ad-
vertisers alike a true picture of the grow-
ing television audience from month to

month. Broadcast Measurement Bureau,
industry sponsored research organization,
has plans for rendering this service and
both the Hooper and Nielsen organizations
are working to the end of providing such
a service. The only figures available at

this writing are the monthly estimates of

the Radio Manufacturers association on
set production by their member manufac-
turers and the fluctuating figures of the
Federal Communications Commission on
station applications, CPS and commercial
licenses. These figures are available from
day to day at the FCC as the television

actions are disposed of by the commission.
Television is no longer around the cor-

ner. It's here and growing daily. By the
end of 1948 it may enter the charmed
circles of the first fifteen major industries
in the United States.

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Television Today—
Facts and Figures

NINETEEN television stations are now operating in 12 key cities of the United
States. Thirty more stations were expected to begin regular video service

this year.

Cities having daily TV program service were: New York, Schenectady-Albany,

Philadelphia, Baltimore, Washington (D.C.), Cincinnati, Cleveland, Detroit,

Chicago, Milwaukee, St. Louis and Los Angeles.

Major manufacturers report production of approximately 225,000 receivers dur-

ing 1947 with prospects of 750,000 sets being produced during 1948.

It is estimated that upwards of 200,000 receivers are in use in private homes,
with an approximate audience of 1,500,000.

Price of television receivers range from around $200 for small table models to

$2,500 for deluxe all-purpose models.

Coaxial cable now links New York with Philadelphia, Baltimore, and Wash-
ington with an extension to Richmond, Va., in prospect during the spring of 1948.

Radio relay links now in operation include one from South Bend, Ind., to

Chicago; another from New York to Schenectady, a third linking Philadelphia
with New York City, and a fourth connecting the latter with Boston, Mass.

Top programs during '47 included telecasts of the World Series, Louis-Walcott
heavyweight championship fight, and first video pickup from the White House.

Plans were made to televise the national conventions of the Democrats and Re-
publicans in Philadelphia. Proposal involved all broadcasters on the eastern net-

work who will participate via an industry pool.

•

Over 200 top national advertisers were using television on a regular basis, several

of which were represented in all 12 cities with video service at the start of the year.

•

AT&T announced plans to link the east and midwest with coaxial cable and
radio relay by December of 1948. Plan called for regional network service to be
expanded in both areas, with connections extending from Buffalo in the north
through Cleveland and west to St. Louis, Mo.
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lELE SPONSORS SHOUI INCREASE

ABOUT a year has
^^ passed since the
first new long-awaited
post war television set

has been enthusiastic-

ally received to a
home. The ever alert

manufacturer optimis-
tically forecast fantas-
tic figures as to the
number of sets that
would be made for

the coming year. Considerable increase
in new sponsors' expanding activities, as
well as the old standbys, was a logical
follow up. In order, success story after
success story, although ever so small as
to the number of people reached, proved
what we in Television have long be-
lived—"It's here to stay!" Long before
this new era was twelve months old, Cros-
ley's. Hooper's, Roslow's, audience panels,
Televisor and Television Magazine sur-
veys piled up evidence so complete that
even the hardest headed anti-video die-
had had to admit the new electronic child
was far from anemic.

•

This first firm step into a new era was
not unlike the first firm step of a child
. . . solid, positive, with an objective in
view . . . then back to crawling. As the
months rapidly dropped from the calen-
dar, so did the earlier set estimates—^so

did program experimentation—so did sta-
tion applications—^so did opening dates
for new stations. Even many so called far

seeing and daring advertisers took the
easy and short way out—"Let's wait."
The public, when the chips are down,
are the only ones that count, and they
continued to buy every set the manufac-
turer produces. At this late date it's

rather foolish to observe that John Q.
(in this country at least) usually gets

what he wants . . . and commercial hap-
pens to be on his list.

With the coming of spring, the long
promised sets in quantity began to be a
reality. Baseball, the national sport, was
for the first time tried in all cities having
television and big league teams on a reg-
ularly scheduled basis. Some of the ex-
perienced television sponsors—and many
new ones—became even more aware of

the genuine interest the public had in

this new bill of fare. By the end of the

summer, almost every ball park where
television was permitted to telecast games
admitted that turnstile attendance had
reached an all-time high.

Comes the spring, besides being neces-

sary to a "young man's fancy", there was
a stimulating effect on other types of

professional programming. Some national

advertisers bought top professional talent

only to find it paid off. Other producers

offered types of television programs that

were a logical step from sport and news
events into entertainment in the home
and at a cost that made economic sense

even at this stage of the game.
•

At this point, we feel it advisable to

indicate that spring also offered encour-

agement to what we believe can become
a menace in station programming—the

minute spot!—not too obvious a pitfall,

but from a station's programming stand-

point, once they break their time into

segments of one minute—in the extreme
it could well become a problem of public

relations to prevent 59 one minute com-
mercials during an hour of programming.
The second, and by far the most serious

as far as the sponsor is concerned, once
a one-minute spot has been shown, the

impact and remembrance of a good com-
mercial is pretty complete. It's second
showing begins to create a nuisance in the

mind of the viewer. The 3rd, 4th and 5th

showings can easily cause the audience to

switch to another station. Naturally, this

is a negligible problem in radio but, un-
fortunately, some sponsors are already

treating television like radio—^with pic-

tures attached.
•

The 1947 World Series—topped in inter-

est probably only by the Louis vs. Conn
fight, drove set demands into the strato-

sphere. The request for time on stations

reached a peak. Advertisers and their

agencies began to speak of television in

terms above a whisper. Segwaying into

this annual baseball classic was anotlier

top American sport—football! Sponsors

were fighting for positions, options, re-

newals—and sets were still miles behind
the demand.
Looking into television's future at this

time, the view is reasonably clear. With
little effort on the manufacturers' part,

all sets can be sold to an eager public.

A QUESTION, important and compelling

as any in the formative stage of tele-

vision's expansion during this, the third

year of its post-war development, is the
role films will play as an entertainment
device and as a tool of effective selling.

Their place in the over-all structure of

the medium was the subject of wide and
vigorous discussion in 1947 and one on
which segments of the industry were not
always in accord. Already widely used as

a vehicle of news and entertainment on
many of the stations on the air last year,

celluloid fare was becoming, at the year-

end, a more imposing factor since it repre-

sented, in the opinion of several key exe-

cutives, an appreciable reduction in the

cost of reaching the public with a quality

video presentation. For the broadcaster,

films were an additional if not entirely

satisfactory source of program material

that offered many of the advantages of live

production without the, sometimes prohibi-

tive cost; for the advertiser it represented

a streamlined method of airing his sales

message with economy, together with the

invaluable advantage of repetitive consis-

tency.
Films played an ironic role in television

in 1947. Because of their physical affinity

to the medium, they made up a significant

portion of the broadcaster's schedule, in

some cases as high as 25 to 30 per cent.

Program material on celluloid ranged
widely in scope, from travelogues to Hol-
lywood features—reclaimed somewhat re-

luctantly from the archives—to individu-

ally-produced newsreels. The latter was
later to become one of the most important
phases of tele to be provided by films.

•

While their degree of importance in the

programming future of television was a

matter of diversified opinion, and usually
stemmed from the financial position of the

individual user, it was generally agreed
during the past 12 months that film.s would
play a role not too dissimilar, in many
respects, to the electrical transcription in

radio. Live programs and live commer-
cials, while superior in principal because
of their spontaneity—the very essence of

television—were admittedly costly and
perishable after one performance, eco-

nomically speaking. Filmed-programs or

commercials, on the other hand, remained

available for limitless use, could quickly
,

amortize the initial investment for the
producer.
Although broadcasters depended upon

i

film material to a significant degree, and
as such were an important source of
revenue to the celluloid industry, exorbi-
tant costs prevented their becoming an
even more important segment of program-
ming. Hollywood productions available to
tele were conspicuously inferior, of ancient
vintage and of questionable entertainment
value. As such, broadcasters were loathe to
use them with as much regularity as would
have been possible if the opposite were
true. The film capital's ban on use of
their products by video, until they had
exhausted other markets, had begun to
make itself felt with sharper resentment
as the number of stations increased. It was

There were, however, certain obscure
signs of relief as the industry approached
the new year. The film industry's attitude
toward tele, once openly hostile, changed
to one of interest, was later to become
one of active association. Paramount Pic-
tures, first of the major Hollywood com-
panies to align itself with the new med-
ium, with two stations plus a financial in-

terest in an eastern network, developed
a process of filming programs off the air

which held promise of major importance
to the advertiser as well as the broad-
caster. NBC and Jerry Fairbanks Produc-
tions, a specialty film outfit, made the
first official working agreement between
the two industries with a long-term agree-
ment by which the movie company would
provide the network's entire celluloid

video requirements, including newsreels.
The trend was given further impetus when
Twentieth Century-Fox Film Corp. be-
came the first film outfit to provide a
daily newsreel for television.

These developments came with sudden
and agreeable surprise to the video in-

dustry, and were looked upon as indica-

tions that both industries had approached
the point of economic juncture.

^HERE is a rea-

son why advice

a list of questions
and answers. They
cover stumbling blocks which we usually
encounter in the analysis of many televi-
sion operations. They are fundamental to
any master plan for television.
Question #1

—

A station owner asks:
Should we swing into television?

Can we ride along without it?

Answer: At different times in different
markets and under different circumstances
there will come a time when radio broad-
casting as we know it now will be un-
profitable. Survival as a general adver-
tising medium requires a shift to televi-
sion. Every indication of popular interest
shows the mass audience is shifting this
way.
Question §2—A general manager asks:
What should we plan to do with our

AM and FM operations? Liquidate
them over a period of years? If so,

what period?
Answer: Plan ahead for AM and FM op-
eration for at least fifteen years. Sound
radio should continue to be profitable

—

but on an entirely different basis from
present operations. Sound broadcasting
seems headed toward a service operation,
a principal feature of which will be the
distribution of vital public messages.
Sound receivers will eventually develop
electronic memory for the retention of
these messages, in which a visual record
is not necessary. This will entail an en-
tirely different method of organization,
entirelj^ different circulation, entirely dif-

ferent techniques of obtaining revenue.
Question #3

—

An investment syndicate
asks:

We have applied for a television
construction permit and license. What
are our chances of getting it?

Answer: Your Washington lawyer or con-

sulting engineer can advise you—but be
sure you can support your claim that you
can really operate a television station.
Be sure also that your plans are so de-
veloped that you can actually produce re-
sults after the CP is granted. Make no
mistake—many CPs will be lost, because
licensees do not act aggressively enough
to stand up against fierce competition,
whose aim is to secure that coveted fran-
chise for itself.

Question #4

—

A hank president asks:
Will profits in television approach

those of radio? Be less? Or greater?
Answer: The most careful economic analy-
sis we can make indicates profits will be
far greater in television than in old-fash-
ioned, "blind" radio. Within ten years the
character of stations will have completely
changed. The broadcasting industry is

moving from simple, uniform broadcasting
service to complex, consolidated services
which will play an enormous part in the
social and economic life of the nation
and every community therein. Capital in-

vestment will be six to ten times as great;

capital turnover somewhat slower; gross
income many times larger; ratio of profits

to gross income somewhat smaller; actual
dollar profits many times as large. We
are headed for bigger, more stable, more
diversified operation.
As a result of this trend, the capital

structure of most broadcasting organiza-
tions will change. One feature of this

change should logically be broader stock
ownership—more shares and more stock-
holders—per station. This should prove to

be one of the major rewards to the tele-

vision pioneer: the increase in capital

value of stock holdings which can be
realized through subsequent sale of shares.

Question §5—A regional network ex-
ecutive asks:

How should we finance our invest-

ment in television?
Answer: First, re-examine your capital

structure. In many cases the issuance of

preferred stock provides the best solution.

This permits the expansion of the busi-

ness, providing the larger operating capi-

tal now necessary and assuring continued
dividend payments out of AM radio profits

during the transition period.

Small, and even medium-sized broad-
casters who plunge into television with
expectancy of paying for equipment and
deficit operations out of AM radio profits

are in for a rude shock.

THIS writing, KFI-TV is slated to be

the third television station in South-
ern California and it is expected to start

'' operations in the spring of his year. Its

RCA transmitter has been installed atop
Mt. Wilson and the equipment for the

transmitter building represents a cost of

more than $500,000.

NBC expects to have its video station,

KNBH, in operation July 1 of this year.

I

Its RCA transmitter will be located on
j

Mt. Wilson and a two-story building has
' been erected at a cost of $150,000. The

Otto K. Olesen building, north of NBC
headquarters on Vine Street, Hollywood,
will be converted into a studio for the tele-

vision activities.

NBC's outlay for equipment and build-
ings will total $1,300,000. Hal Bock is in
charge of NBC's Western division video
plans.

The Los Angeles Times-Mirror Com-
pany, which will operate KTTV, is hopeful
of having its station telecasting by the
end of 1948. Its RCA transmitter will be
installed on its site on Mt. Wilson, while
at this writing the site for the studio is

yet to be selected.
9

The Times-Mirror will work closely in

co-operation with the Pasadena Commun-
ity Playhouse and a room in the Pasadena
building has already been converted into

a training studio. A potential staff is ex-
pected to be created and some of the
Playhouse talent may be used in future
programming on KTTV. R. A. Montfort,
who was with NBC in the East, heads the
Times-Mirror active video plans.
KTLA, which was formerly W6XYZ and

which is owned and operated by Televi-
sion Productions, a subsidiary of Para-
mount Pictures, has been on the air com-
mercially since Jan. 22, 1947. It is offering
40 to 50 hours of programming weekly,
with a little more than 20 hours sponsored.
KTLA has been televising the feature

race of each Saturday's program of the
1948 ten-week season at the Santa Anita
racetrack. The Union Oil Company has
been sponsoring the televising of the
event. Klaus Landsberg has been in
charge of Television Productions' video
operations since their inception.
Construction of three new units on Don

Lee's W6XAO transmitter atop Mt. Lee
has been completed. Result is a heavy
increase in signal strength and it provides

sharp reception from Malibu to San Diego
and from the Sierra Madre coastal moun-
tain range to Catalina Island.

Harry R. Lubcke, who is still in charge
of television for Don Lee, organized the
Thomas S. Lee television system in No-
vember, 1930. The initial televised image
on W6XAO, transmitted through equip-
ment Lubcke built and in many instances
invented and manufactured himself, was
a short motion picture film, the subject
a wagon rolling across western plains.

The first full hour program presented
on the station was on Dec. 23, 1931 and
the first regular program services was
begun March 10, 1933. An important move
was the purchase of a Hollywood moun-
tain, right in the heart of the city, and
the erection there of the first built-for-

television studios in the world.
9

KLAC, Los Angeles, has ordered an
RCA transmitter and expects to be op-

erating KLAC-TV late in 1948. Its site

for its transmitter building is on Mt.
Wilson. KLAC's sister station, KYA, San
Francisco, also has permission to telecast,

but its video activities will not get under-
way until KLAC-TV becomes active.

ABC, which operates KECA, Los An-
geles, and KGO, San Francisco, is making
active video plans and expects to launch
television stations in both cities simul-

taneously by the end of 1948 or early part

of 1949.

KECA has a transmitter site on Mt. Wil-
son, and $1,000,000 has been earmarked
for a transmitter, field equipment, studios

and offices.

Telecasters estimate that 200,000 receiv-

ers will be in use in Southern California

by the end of this year, with five spec-

tators for each set. The threat of video
to theatre grosses has circuit and inde-

pendent exhibitors in this area giving

serious thought to the blending of tele-

vision into normal theatre operation.

Exhibitors showed keen interest in the

video demonstration of the New Year's

Day Pasadena Rose parade and Rose Bowl
football game, which grossed an estimated

$9,000 at the Shrine auditorium, Los An-
geles. The demonstration was arranged by
Bert D'Orsay, local custom receiver maker.
At this writing, Rodeny Pantages, owner-
operator of the Hollywood Pantages, has
been experimenting with large screen tele

in his theater.
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TELEVISION TALK
A MODERN GLOSSARY

A
AMPLITUDE—The magnitude of any quantity, particularly voltage or current.

AMPLITUDE MODULATION—The periodic variation of the voltage or current
amplitude in a circuit in accordance with some signal transmitted. Used for television
picture.

ANTENNA—An electrical circuit for radiating or receiving electromagnetic waves
(radio).

ASPECT RATIO—The ratio of picture width to picture height. Now 4:3.

AUDIO— (I hear.) A term applied to any part of a radio or electrical system
handling frequencies in the audible range.

B

BAND-PASS FILTER—An electric circuit which will transmit frequencies between
two limits and reject others outside those limits.

BANDWITH—The arithmetical difference between the maximum and minimum fre-

quencies required to convey the information being transmitted, either visual or aural,

BLACKER-THAN-BLACK—K portion of the television signal devoted to syn-
chronizing. These synchronizing signals are transmitted at a higher power than the
blackest part of the picture, so that they will not appear on the screen.

BLANKING—The process of cutting off the cathode ray during the time it is not
forming a part of the picture. This occurs when the spot returns from the far right

to begin the next line and from the bottom to the top of the picture.

BLOCKING OSCILLATOR—K type of oscillator which generates a saw-tooth
shaped signal used for scanning in a cathode ray tube.

BLOOM—The condition of overall bright illumination of the picture tube obscuring
any picture detail.

BOOSTER ANODE—A conductive coating placed inside a cathode-ray tube near
the screen. Because of a high positive voltage applied, it causes a brighter picture.

BRIGHTNESS CONTROL—A control on the receiver for regulating the overall

brightness of the picture.

C

CAMERA TUBE—The electron tube used to translate a scene into electrical

impulses.

CARRIER—The term applied to the high frequency radio wave which is modu-
lated by the audio and video signals.

CATHODE—The electrode in a tube from which electrons are obtained, usually

by heating or by photoelectric effects.

CATHODE RAY TUBE—An electron tube in which streams of electrons from a

cathode are formed into a pencil-like beam and directed by means of electric or magnetic
fields over a target, usually a fluorescent screen which glows wherever the beam strikes.

CHARACTERISTIC IMPEDANCE—The input impedance of a transmission line

infinitely long or a short line terminated in its characteristic impedance. The impedance
is independent of length and depends on size of conductor and spacing.

CLIPPER—A circuit used to separate signals of different amplitudes. In television
these circuits are used to separate the synchronizing pulses from the video signal.

COAXIAL CABLE—A particular type of cable capable of passing a wide range of
frequencies without the usual prohibitive losses. Such a cable in its simplest form
consists of a hollow metallic conductor with a single wire accurately confined along the
center of the hollow conductor.

CONTRAST—This refers to the ratio of black to white portions of a picture.
Pictures having high contrast have very deep blacks and brilliant whites, while a
picture with low contrast has an overall gray appearance.
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CONTRAST CONTROL—K control on the receiver which regulates the video

signal strength. This has the effect of changing the ratio of the black and white
portions of the picture. It corresponds to the volume control in an aural receiver.

CONTROL ROOM—Studio facilities from which television cameras, lighting,
shading and mixing is performed.

CYCLE—One complete set of values in any series of phenomena which repeats
periodically. In radio this usually refers to one complete range of values for either
voltage or current.

D

DAMPING CIRCUITS—These circuits are used to prevent high voltages from being
induced in the deflection coils when the current changes suddenly.

DC RESTORER—This circuit regulates the average brightness of the television
picture tube to correspond with the average brightness of the scene being transmitted.

DC TRANSMISSION—This term applies to circuits which will pass zero fre-
quency—that is, direct current.

DEFLECTION—The movement of the cathode ray beam by electric or magnetic
fields.

DEFLECTION YOKE—The combination of coils uesd to direct the cathode ray
up-and-down and right-and-left to form the image.

DELAY SCREEN—A fluorescent screen used in cathode ray tubes, which has the
property of phosphorescence. The light intensity of any particular spot dies ouO grad-
ually after the ray moves to a new position when this material is used.

DIFFERENTIATING CIRCUITS—These circuits respond to the rate of change
of a pulse and are used in synchronizing the receiver scanning.

DIODE—A vacuum tube having two elements, one of which emits electrons (the

cathode) and the other the anode which attracts electrons. It is used for rectification

(detection), that is the conversion of alternating currents into direct currents.

DIPOLE ANTENNA—An antenna consisting of two conductors, usually of equal
length extending in the same straight line, with a pair of lead or feeder wires connected
at or near the inner ends. For television the physical dimensions are such that self-

supporting metal rods or tubes can be used.

DIRECTOR—A section of an antenna used to increase the pick-up from the side

on which the director is placed.

DISSECTOR TUBE—The special type of television tube used in the pick-up camera
in the Farnsworth system.

DISTORTION—Any change in the original frequency, amplitude or phase of a
radio signal.

DIVERGENCE—The spreading of a cathode ray stream due primarily to the
mutual repulsion between the electrons that compose it. The function of the focusing
arrangement in the tube is to counteract this effect.

DOLLY—The movable stand upon which the television camera is mounted.
' DOUBLE SIDE BAND—When a carrier is modulated by a plurality of signal

frequencies, two new, distinct bands of frequencies appear, of frequencies higher and
lower than the carrier frequency.

E

ELECTRODE—A metallic conductor introduced into a vacuum tube for a specific

purpose. It must be electrically connected to the external circuit. In general each elec-

trode is referred to by its specific use, such a cathode, grid, anode, etc.

ELECTROMAGNETIC FOCUSING—A system in which magnetic fields parallel
to the motion of the electrons are used to confine them to a narrow beam.

ELECTRON GUN—That part of a cathode ray tube in which the electrons are
emitted, formed into a beam and deflected.

ELECTRON LENS—A systematic arrangement of electromagnetic or electro-

static fields, having symmetry about the axis of a cathode ray tube, as to their radial
components, established for the purpose of controlling the divergence and convergence
of the electron ray.
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ELECTRON MULTIPLIER—Kn evacuated amplified tube in which one or more
anodes have photoelectric surfaces which are exceedingly active as to secondary
emission. The original electron emission is cascaded by the secondary effects.

ELECTRON TUBE—A device employing a cathode, an anode and possibly addi-
tional electrodes for controlling the volume and direction of flow of electrons which
constitute electric current.

ELECTROSTATIC FOCUSING—A system in which electric fields are employed
to confine the electrons into a thin stream.

EMISSION—The continuous liberation of electrically charged particles, either ions

or electrons, into space (usually evacuated) from a surface. The most important case

practically is where these particles are negatively charged, i.e., electrons.

EQUALIZING PULSES—These are signals transmitted after each vertical

synchronizing pulse to insure correct start of horizontal sweep circuit.

F

FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION—The electrical transmission over wires or radio

circuits of printed records and pictures. While this term originally referred -to black-

and-white line reproductions only, it is now considered to include processes producing
halftone and shaded effects as well.

FADE-OUT—A camera technique in which a scene is gradually dimmed from view.

FIDELITY—The faithfulness with which a system reproduces audio or video

signals.

FIELD—^This term refers to one set of scanning lines making up a part of the final

picture. In present standards, pictures are transmitted in two fields of 262% lines

which are interlaced to form 30 complete frames per second.

FLUORESCENT SCREEN—A chemical coating on the inside of a cathode ray
tube which emits light at the point where a cathode ray beam strikes.

FLYBACK—In scanning, the spot is moved across the screen at a definite rate

in one direction for each scanning line. It is necessary to restore it to the start of the

next line in a very short interval of time, say three or four millionths of a second. This
return time is termed flyback, and the voltage to accomplish it is called flyback voltage.

FOCUS—In a cathode ray tube this refers to the size of spot of light on the screen.

The tube is said to be focused when the spot is smallest. This term also refers to the

optical focusing of the camera lenses.

FRAME—One of a series of complete pictures that are succesively viewed so as

to simulate moving scenes. In television, thirty are sent each second.

FRAME FREQUENCY—The rate at which frames are sent each second in the

various moving picture and television applications.

FRAMING CONTROL—This control on a receiver adjusts the picture repeat rate

to that of the transmitter. It is also called the vertical hold control.

FREQUENCY—A term applied to the rate of repetition of voltage or current or

other periodic functions.

FREQUENCY MODULATION—A process by which the carrier frequency is

modulated in accordance with the information to be transmitted. Used for television

sound.
FUNDAMENTAL—The basic frequency of a wave or sound. It is sometimes

referred to as the "first" harmonic.

G
GAS-FILLED TRIODE—A type of vacuum tube in which the elements operate in

an atmosphere of gas, such as mercury, argon, helium, etc.

GHOST—A secondary picture formed on a television receiver because the signal

from the transmitter reaches the antenna by more than one path. Ghosts are often

caused by the radio signal being reflected from objects within approximately one mile

of the receiver antenna.

H
HALATION—The ring of illumination which surrounds the point at which the

electron beam strikes the fluorescent screen.

HALFTONE—A method whereby photographs having various degrees of lights

and shadows can be reproduced in ordinary printing, using a system of dots which are

substantially undistinguishable to the unaided eye. However, the dots are graded as to

size or density so as to produce the highlights and shadows of the pictures.

HARMONICS—In electrical and radio circuits the fundamental current waves are

usually accompanied by others whose frequencies are equal to some whole number

multiple of that fundamental. These multiples are called harmonics.
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HEAVISIDE LAYER—The ionosphere. A region of ionized air some fifty miles
above the surface of the earth. Its lower boundary acts as a reflective surface or
"mirror" for radio waves. Rapid changes in the height of this lower boundary and its

contour causes much of the radio interference and fading.
HETERODYNING—The process of changing frequency by combining the received

signals with the output of an oscillator tube in the receiver.

HORIZONTAL CENTERING—The position of the picture with respect to the
axis of the cathode rav tube. This is accomplished by a control on the receiver.

HORIZONTAL HOLD CONTROL—A control on the receiver for adjusting the
number of lines per second to correspond with that of the transmitter.

I

ICONOSCOPE—A designation used by RCA for a particular type of cathode
ray tube developed for the purpose of picking up the scenes to be televised. It is the
essential part of a studio camera.

IMAGE DISSECTOR—A television camera tube developed by P. T. Farnsworth
in which the photoelectrons are moved past pickup aperture by deflection circuits.

IMPEDANCE—A combination of electrical resistance and reactance, analogous to
mechanical friction and inertia.

INTEGRATING CIRCUITS—Circmts used to add up the energy of a number of
repeated pulses. These circuits are used in the receiver for synchronization.

INTERFERENCE—Random electrical signals which cause noise in the audio
system and disrupt the picture in television. This includes automobile-ignition im-
pulses, some diathermy apparatus, neon signs, FM and short wave stations, etc.

INTERLACING—A system whereby the odd numbered lines and the even num-
bered lines of a picture are sent as two separate fields and superimposed to create one
frame or complete picture.

ION SPOT—A discoloration on the center of the screen of a cathode ray tube
caused by heavy negative ions striking it.

K
KERR CELL—A chemical solution which changes its light transmission characteris-

tics when electric fields are applied to the solution. An early form of a television
reproducer system no longer used.

KEYSTONE EFFECT—A distorted field or background noticed in some cases
with television pictures, where the opposite edges are not parallel.

KINESCOPE—A name applied to the cathode ray tubes used in the television
receivers built by RCA.

L

LENS—A radial field (electrostatic or magnetic) applied concentric with a
cathode ray to concentrate the diverging electrons into a single slender beam, is called

a lens.

LINE—The path covered by the moving electron spot. The intensity of the spot
along this path is altered to create that portion of the picture. In present system 525
lines make up the complete picture.

LINEARITY'—A term used to refer to the straightness of a characteristic curve,
or a portion of that curve, that shows the relation between two quantities or circuit

factors. The uniformity of distribution of a regular pattern on a picture tube.
LINE FREQUENCY—The number of lines scanned each second. In any system it

is equal to the number of scanning lines per frame, multiplied by the framing frequency.
LINE OF SIGHT—A straight, unobstructed path between two points.
LIVE TALENT—"On-the-spot" televising of events and people in contrast to

transmission of film material.
LUMEN—A lumen is a unit of light flux. A foot-candle is equal to the illumination

that falls on a screen that is placed one foot away from a standard candlepower. One
foot-candle is equal to the lumen per square foot of surface.

M
MEGACYCLE—A total of one million cycles.

MICROPHONE BOOM—The arm which carries the microphone above the area
being televised.

, ^ ,

,-„.^}
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MICROWAVE—This term generally refers to radio waves having a wavelength of
less than one meter, that is, one having a frequency greater than 300 megacycles.

MODULATION—A process of altering the amplitude, phase or frequency of a radio
carrier in accordance with the information to be transmitted.

MODULATION GRID—An electrode interposed between the cathode and focus-
ing electrodes in a cathode ray tube, to control the amount of emission and thereby the
brilliance of the spot. This controlling effect is produced by altering the voltage of this
grid with respect to the cathode.

MONITORING—The technique of controlling, at the transmitter, the picture
shading, and other factors involved in the transmission of both the scene and the
accompanying sound.

MONOSCOPE—A television camera tube which contains a simple picture or pattern
used for test purposes.

MOSAIC—The screen used in an Iconoscope so called due to its similarity to that
form of art wherein a great many bits of colored tile are combined so as to form
a picture.

MULTIPATH TRANSMISSION—The condition in which the radio signal from
the transmitter travels by more than one route to a receiver antenna usually because
of reflections from obstacles. This condition usually results in ghost pictures.

N
NEGATIVE GHOSTS—Ghost pictures in which the black and white areas are

opposite to those of the real picture.
NEGATIVE TRANSMISSION—This has to do with the polarity of transmission

of a television signal, or the direction of modulation to produce the light and dark parts
of the picture. In negative transmission a white area corresponds to a decrease in the
carrier amplitude. This is the present U. S. method.

O
ORTHICONOSCOPE—A television camera tube combining some of the features

of the image dissector and Iconoscope.

P

PANNING— (From panorama). A camera technique in which a large arc of the
scene is shown by swinging the camera around a central point.

PEAKING—A technique of increasing the response of amplifiers at some particular
range of frequencies. Also applied to certain sweep voltage wave shape characteristics.

PEDESTAL—A portion of the television video used to blank out the cathode
ray beam as it flies back from the right edge of the picture to the left.

PHASE-—A term used to designate the time relation between the maximum points
of two recurrent electrical quantities such as voltage, current, etc. It is expressed in

degrees of a circle, one complete revolution of which represents one cycle of one of the
waves.

PHASE SHIFT—Any change in the phase relations of current or voltage.

PHOTOELECTRIC EMISSION—The phenomena of electrons being emitted from
certain materials when they are exposed to light.

PHOTOELECTRIC TUBE—A tube in which electrons can flow to a charged
anode when light falls on the tube causing emission.

PICTURE ELEMENT—A small section of a given scene as reproduced by the

cathode ray spot at any instant.

PICTURE NOISE—Interference signals causing spots of light and other irregular

patterns on the received picture.

POLARIZATION—A term usually applied to the position of the transmitting
antenna, that is horizontal or vertical. The receiver antenna should correspond in most
instances to that of the transmitter. At the present time horizontal polarization is

standard.
POSITIVE TRANSMISSION—A television system in which maximum radiated

power from the transmitter corresponds to maximum white area in the picture. Not
used in this country.

R
RADIO CHANNEL—The "space" in the frequency spectrum allotted to each

transmitting station. In present television standards the channel is 6 megacycles.

RASTER—A term applied to the group of lines appearing on the' cathode ray tube

In the absence of an incoming video signal.

REFLECTOR—A part of an antenna system used to prevent pick-up of signals in

one direction and increase it in the opposite direction.
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RELAXATION OSCILLATOR—A type of circuit which oscillates periodically.
Used to generate scanning voltages.

RETURN TRACE—The lines on the cathode ray screen formed as the cathode
ray beam moves back to its starting position. Not visible when a signal received.

SAW-TOOTH—A voltage or current whose variation with time follows a saw-tooth
outline. This is the basic wage shape used to sweep the spot over the cathode ray tube
screen.

SCANNING—^The process of forming a picture by a spot of light of changing
intensity moving at high speed from left to right and in a sequence of rows or lines

from top to bottom.
SCANNING LINE—One line from left to right of a picture being transmitted.
SENSITIVITY—A measure of the ability of a receiver or other device to produce

a given output for a given input.

SHADING—The process of correcting the light distribution of the image produced
by the television camera. This is a part of the station monitoring job.

SIDE BANDS—The groups of frequencies higher and lower than the carrier which
contain the information being transmitted and produced by the process of modulation.

SIGNAL—The electrical impulses which represent the sound or picture elements
being transmitted.

SPECTRUM—A band or range of frequencies.

SPOT—The light produced by the slender beam of electrons on the fluorescent screen.
SWEEP—The uniform motion of the electron beam across the face of the cathode

ray tube.
SYNCHRONIZATION—The process of keeping the moving beam of electrons at

the picture tube in the exact relative position with the scanning process at the
transmitter.

T
TELEVISION—Literally, seeing at a distance. A system of transmitting a scene

by dividing it, by a scanning process, into a great number of elemental areas and
representing each area by an electrical signal. The electrical signals are received and
used to control the intensity of a spot of light to correspond to the light and shade of
each original picture area as the spot is moved over a screen, in synchronism with the
scanning at the transmitter.

TELEVISION CAMERA TUBE—A cathode ray tube used to convert light and
shade portions of a scene into electrical signals.

TELEVISION PICTURE TUBE—A cathode ray tube in which a picture being
transmitted is recreated by a moving beam of electrons.

TEST PATTERN—A drawing containing a group of lines and circles, etc. trans-
mitted for receiver and transmitter test purposes.

TRAP—A circuit used to reject unwanted signals.

TRIMMER—A device which permits a resonant circuit to be tuned over a
limited frequency range.

V
VESTIGIAL SIDE BAND TRANSMISSION—A method of suppressing part of one

side band to limit bandwith requirements.
VERTICAL CENTERING—The control which regulates the position of the picture

vertically on the screen.

VERTICAL HOLD—A control on the receiver to adjust the field rate of the
scanning to that of the transmitter.

VIDEO— (I see.) The portion of the television signal which contains the picture
information.

VIEWING MIRROR—A mirror used to reflect the image formed on the picture
tube at a convenient viewing angle.

Y
YOKE—A set of coils used around the neck of a cathode ray tube to produce

horizontal and vertical deflection of the electron beam.

A/TANY times an in-

dividual, a busi-
ness organization or
an industry welcomes
a new year because
it represents a clean

slate. Resolutions are

lofty and the year be-

hind is forgotten. The
resolutions of the past
year are rarely ex-
amined in the light

of what was actually
accomplished during
that year because the
accomplishments sel-

dom come up to the
resolutions.
Strange as it may seem our youthful

television industry dares to look back
with a feeling of pride in its accom-
plishments during 1947.

Television began 1947 with a mere
12,000 receivers in the hands of the

public. Various estimates were made 12

months ago of the number of receivers

which would be manufactured and sold

during 1947. Only Du Mont and RCA
were actually in production at the be-

ginning of the year but the consensus
of opinion indicated approximately
300,000 receivers by the end of 1947.

Among others Philco, General Electric,

Crossley and Andrea entered the field

to add receivers to meet the total esti-

mate and while the production figures

picked up by RMA amount to between
175,000 and 200,000 the production of

other manufacturers not reporting
should swell this total to better than
250,000 for the year. This is an accom-
plishment to which the industry can
point with pride. Manufacturing tele-

vision receivers in large quantities is

a tough trick at best and even tougher
without sufficient "know-how" and
trained personnel to go around, but we
rose to the occasion. This measure of

success is indicative of much more than
just meeting a forecast. It proves that
1948 can and will be much bigger. The
industry has acquired "know-how" and
has trained personnel. Its initial suc-

cess is attracting much attention and
as a result new talent and financing.

1948 will see practically every major
established radio company and many
new and smaller ones in production on
television receivers.
Many industry estimates put the goal

for 1948 at 750,000 receivers to be in-
stalled in American homes and I will
go along with this figure. The manufac-
turing end of television has donned its

first long pants and is starting its climb
to its rightful position among the great
industries of the world.
What about the broadcasting end of

television?
At the beginning of 1947 only 9 sta-

tions were operating regularly but by
the end of this year this total will have
reached 18. There is no reason to be-
lieve that we cannot double this figure
again in 1948. Throughout the industry
there is a feeling of optimism. Just
under the surface there is a ripple of
excitement. Great days lie ahead. For
years we have stared at ever increas-
ing budgets with little more than an
idea, a hope, a prayer and faith to go
on. But that's behind us. We've taken
the bumps, or most of them; the road
ahead should be smooth and fast.

The established television broadcast-
ers have done some heavy pioneering
over the years and in 1947 great strides
were made in operations and program-
ming. These broadcasters have made it

easier and less costly for those about
to enter the field. They have estab-

lished procedures through trial and er-

ror, they have trained personnel and
they have field tested the equipment
and contributed ideas for improvement.
Today the prospective broadcaster can
buy proved equipment and begin op-
erations on a budget within reason.

Never again will the unusual opportu-
nities of 1948 be available to those de-

siring to enter this promising new
business.

Television is the number one candi-

date for public popularity. We're build-

ing an industry that will make a pro-

found impression on the economic and
social life of the world. Let's continue
to build it on a sound basis.

'TpHERE is no longer
any question but

that television, as it

develops, will become
the most potent and
effective means of

mass communications
so far devised by man;
that it will soon ex-
ercise a profound in-

fluence upon the lives,

habits and welfare of
many millions of peo-
ple.

A review of the
variety and scope of
television programming already achieved
in the two years of operation, since the
end of the war, indicates the endless
panorama of entertainment, information
and education which will in time be made
available to more than 80% of the people
of the United States—tomorrow's televi-
sion audience.

•

Drama, music, variety entertainment,
movies and hundreds of original produc-
tions have formed the nucleus of televi-
sion broadcasting schedules since the
introduction of public service in 1939.

Indoor and outdoor events of general
public interest: boxing, wrestling, base-
ball, football, parades, circuses, etc., are
already a mainstay in current television
programming. The vast reservoirs of in-

formation and instruction: travel, art,

public forums of debate, round-table dis-

cussions; political conventions, etc., are
already being scanned by television cam-
eras for the enjoyment and edification of
thousands of viewers within the range
of existing facilities in almost a dozen
major cities in the United States.

To date, television broadcasting has
been primarily a local operation. But
now the time has come when networks
must assume the responsibility of intro-
ducing and advancing the new art of sight-
sound broadcasting and of making televi-

sion program service available to inde-
pendent stations that will be associated
with their networks.
For it is only by the establishment of

network service as quickly as is prac-
ticable, and the resulting distribution of

costs, programs and experience over a
number of stations—that television pro-

grams of network quality can be achieved
and supported.

Experimental connections for network-
ing are already available in television

—

between Boston, New York, Philadelphia,
Baltimore, Washington, D. C., and Sche-
nectady in the East, and between Chicago
and South Bend in the middle West.
These facilities will be expanded south-
wards to Richmond, Virginia sometime in
1948.

Television stations within range of these
facilities are already finding it possible
to exchange programs with other stations
operating along these existing lines of
communication.

•
But what about those television stations

that are still within two to five years of
network facilities? Stations in the south
and middle west^ for example. What do
they do until the networks reach them?

It is our feeling at Du Mont, that here
again the networks must take the respon-
sibility and the initiative. In this connec-
tion, we are currently investigating details

of a plan to make Du Mont Television
Network affiliation—and Du Mont Net-
work Program service available imme-
diately to all stations regardless of their
geographical location in the United States
or their proximity to existing facilities.

Briefly: our service to these stations will
begin with their own construction, if

desired. It will include training of station

personnel—technical, administrative, pro-
duction, etc., in the intricacies of television

station operation. It will extend to syndi-
cated program service, surveys of local

programming possibilities, sales surveys
and audience and trade promotion as-

sistance—as much or as little of such aid,

assistance and cooperation as may be re-

quired to help independent stations get

through the initial difficult period of

operation with the least possible financial

risk.

•

Having no other interests but television,

and consequently no AM commitments,
the Du Mont Television Network is in a
position to offer such network service to

any television station operator immediate-
ly. And it is our belief that by the end
of 1948 we will have convinced enough
stations throughout the country of the
economic advisability of Du Mont Net-
work affiliation, to have in efficient oper-
ating order regional networks along the
Atlantic Coast, in the Mid-West and on
the West Coast.

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SHOWinG PROGRESS

Rosten

T^HURSDAY, Janu-
-* ary 29, 1948, will

go down in the an-
nals of radio history
as the turning point
in the progress of
frequency modula-
tion broadcasting. On
that day, in joint
statement with the
nation's four major
networks, James C.

Petrillo announced
the end of his ban on
FM duplication of
AM live musical pro-
grams. Three days
later, for the first time since October,

1945, listeners throughout the country
were able to hear their favorite network
shows with the higher fidelity that only
FM can provide.
The day after the joint AFM-network

announcement, Petrillo met with Everett
Dillard, president of the Frequency Modu-
lation Association and also of the first

m.ajor FM web, the Continental Network.
When the confab ended, Petrillo an-
nounced the removal of his ban on FM
stations originating live music, and said
that AFM locals may negotiate contracts
with FM outlets.

This was the news for which FM broad-
casters had long been waiting. No longer
need they feel like unwanted stepchildren
of the radio industry. For those who had
patiently attended the FM infant for sev-
eral years, it meant virtual assurance of
their eventual success and hastened the
day when red would no longer be the
dominant color on their ledgers. For some,
this happy switch to black ink will come
during this year. For newcomers, for
those licensees who had been holding back
construction, the advent of music for FM
meant that they would now try to get
their stations on the air as soon as pos-
sible.

The breaking of the music czar's strangle
hold on FM broadcasting is expected to
provide strong stimulus for the ever-grow-
ing FM audience. A record-breaking total
of 1,175,104 FM-AM receivers were pro-
duced last year, according to the RMA, as
compared with only 181,485 in 1946. Early
estimates of anticipated 1948 production

placed the number of FM sets at least
double last year's figure. This, however,
was before the lifting of the music bans.
The RMA had gone on record as stating
"that the day network programs are made
available to FM, production of FM sets
will be stepped up." Now that that day
has arrived, some trade estimates of FM
receiver output for 1948 are as high as
four or five million.
The achievements scored by FM during

1947 offer added substance to the optimism
prevalent in the trade. According to the
13th annual report of the FOC, "FM
showed its biggest and most material
gain" last year. As this is written, there
are 371 FM stations on the air, 312 of
which are affiliated with AM outlets. The
total number of FM authorizations is more
than 965.

Indications are that national advertisers
are gradually growing more aware of
FM's possibilities. A spot check made by
RADIO DAILY in New York revealed
that key executives of the three inde-
pendent FM stations in that city agree
that "the worst is over." All three outlets
reported increased sales, broader program-
ming and an appreciable jump in listener
response. Although they are still operating
in the red, hopes are high that they may
be able to break even this year.
The FM system, however, will not gain

its due prominence solely on its own
merits. Although, in the words of former
FOC Chairman Charles R. Denny, "FM is

the finest aural broadcasting system at-
tainable in the present state of the radio
art," it must be promoted, sold, plugged
and promoted again to assure universal
acceptance in the shortest possible time.
The story of FM must be kept before the
public eye and ear at all times.

•

A unique plan to increase local FM
audiences—and one that may well be fol-
lowed by many stations—was developed
towards the end of last year by a new
outlet on Long Island. The station spon-
sored a contest among local retailers, with
free air time awarded dealers selling the
most FM receivers or tuners. First prize
was 65 quarter-hour periods over 13 weeks,
with runner-up receiving 39 quarter-hour
shows. The next 15 stores each receive
one 15-minute seg a week for 13 weeks,
and all other entries get five spots each.

r^ESPITE some diffi-

culties met with
during the past year,

such as changing of

frequency and the lack
of suitable radio re-

ceivers for classroom
use, educational FM
broadcasting has taken
great strides. The
change in frequency
seriously affected the
operation of station

WBEZ in Chicago, for

example, since it

meant the purchase of

new transmitter, new antenna system, new
antenna tower and a new site for the loca-

tion of the transmitter. Cleveland, Ohio's
WBOE made the changeover without
stopping service and is now broadcasting
on both the low and the high FM band.
New York City's WNYE did or will close

down for the period of change over.

Some thirty applications for FM broad-
cast station license have been granted by
the FCC to schools, school systems, teach-
ers colleges, and universities. Among the
new stations to get into operation were
WDTR, Detroit Public Schools and KUSC,
the University of Southern California.

The increased interest in FM for schools
is evidenced by the increase in attendance
at such educational meetings as the School
Broadcast Conference, held annually in

Chicago; the Institute for Education by
Radio, held annually at Ohio State Uni-
versity and the Regional Radio Confer-
ence sponsored by the University of

Oklahoma.

Another outgrowth of the interest in

FM is the number of teachers organiza-
tions, such as the National Council of

Teachers of English and Social Studies,

which have included the consideration
of the classroom use of radio in their an-
nual progress. That interest is not alone
on the part of the teaching staff is evi-

denced by the inclusion of sessions on

radio broadcasting and use in the annual
sessions of the American Association of

School Administrators. It is the adminis-
trator who ultimately controls the school
funds for the establishment of stations

and studios.

The Association for Education by Radio,
and organization of administrators and
teachers has held two semi-annual meet-
ings during the year on a national basis

and has established local units in Cleve-
land, Indianapolis, Washington, Detroit,

Philadelphia, Chicago, Portland, Klamath
Falls (Oregon), Sacramento, and Atlanta.

With the increased local interest in FM
broadcasting and the increasing avail-

ability of radio receivers suitable for

classroom use the growth of FM broad-
casting seems assured. A warning must be
made, however, concerning the fact that
school stations, as with all others, must
be programmed. Years ago when schools
and universities held all licenses to oper-
ate, programming was the greatest diffi-

culty, and many boards of education and
trustees of universities were not prepared
to finance on adequate program. Conse-
quently, many such AM licenses were re-

turned to the FCC. Educators are stress-

ing, therefore, the use of radio and are
likewise stressing the programming of

stations.

The state-wide FM network picture has
lagged somewhat, with Wisconsin the only
state at the m.oment which seems to have
gone ahead with its plan for a statewide
FM network. One station has been placed
in operation at Madison and another is

under construction at a site near Milwau-
kee. Despite the well-known advantages
of such a state FM network for educa-
tional use, legislators are loath to use tax
funds for what some of their constituents

might think was in competition with
other stations.

The ideal situation for FM educational
broadcasting remains the large city school

system, and some educators are doubtful
if the smaller cities can not adequately be
supplied with time for educational broad-
casts by their own local AM and FM
stations.
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FOX MHKING PROGRESS

RADIO gets more versatile every day.

But a couple of decades ago a radio

set was based on one litte idea—AM
broadcasting. Then they began to trick it

up. A phonograph was put in. Along came
FM. Television rightfully had to get in

the act too. Now we're about to get fac-

. simile, a fifth element in our radio sets

which spews the printed word and lush

layouts all over the living room floor,

even while the events are in progress.

The home used to be a place where you
slammed the door on the outside world.

That era is over. Radio homes of the fu-

ture will be communication centers in

themselves, snowed under by incoming

traffic via the eye, ear and printed page

from the four corners of the earth. Walter

Winchell's going to have to get a word
better than "flash" or he'll be out of busi-

ness.
•

This is an era when veteran newsmen
are being tapped on the shoulder by man
aging editors and informed, "You're the

facsimile editor. Get out a facsimile edi-

tion." And before those who are tapped

can ask just what the heck they're sup-

posed to do, they are informed that the

managing editors are merely carrymg out

orders of the publishers. In other words,

a lot of competent newsmen are suddenly
getting titles they never even heard of

before and they're strictly on their ov/n.

It seems that those 'connected with the

technical development and sale of fac-

simile facilities have made a successful

pitch to broadcasters and publishers. Many
of the latter are sold on the idea to the

point of having laid their money on the

line and some are already showing fac-

simile in their cities. As to whether or

not this new medium has possibilities,

there must be some signifi.cance in the

fact that the New York Times and WQXQ
staged the first postwar demonstration
in that city early in 1948.

Facsimile newspapers wont be as com.-

mon as the housing shortage overnight.

But the trend of broadcasters and pub-
lishers m.aking a decision to "Let's aip-

point a facsimile editor" is definitely grow-
ing. There are many who don't know just

where facsimile is headed but they think
it important enough to get their finger in

the pie just in case.

Stations and newspapers starting fac-
simile today are not getting in on the

ground floor — they're in the basement.
You write your own textbook as you go
along. Technically, from the standpoint of

scanners and recorders, facsimile is ready
to go to the pubic. Next step is to work
out a technique for making up facsimile
newspapers. While some have done a little

preliminary w^ork, in general all are com-
pletely ignorant on this subject. But it's

something that wont be learned or worked
out in a laboratory. It must be doae by
actual operation—making up daily fac-

simile editions and putting them on the
air. It will be learned only by hit and
miss.

•
To sell an idea to the public, it normally

must be a little different from a previous
one, some new advantage must be added.
Consequently, facsimile is not likely to

sell itself publicly merely on the idea that

now you can get your newspaper deliv-

ered into the home by radio instead of

by boy. New kinds of formats, different

from the average newspaper, must be
worked out and probably new types of

entertainment gimmicks particularly suit-

ed to facsimile.

News-wise, facsimile's greatest attrac-

tion lies in its possibilities as a picture

medium. You can't lightly loss off the

thought that with facsimile a housewife
can hold a picture in her hand of a big

fire with the caption reading, "Firemen
are still fighting the blaze." The Miami
Herald and WQAM-FM put a wet photo
on the air of an attempted suicide, lying

crumpled on the payment, while an am-
bulance rushed the victim to the hospital.

•
If it's competition that makes business,

then facsimile is going to be a big one.

One of the hottest battles broke oat in

Philadelphia in 1947 between the Inquirer

and the Bulletin and their FM outlets.

Several weeks ahead, the Inquirer an-

nounced a public facsimile demonstration
for early in May but about two days before

the date the Bulletin suddenly staged its

own. Late in December, the Inquirer start-

ed what it called the first daily facsimile

newspaper but the Bulletin promptly ex-

claimed it had been doing it for eight

months. It's an argument which might
best be left for historians to decide but
the real story seems to be that each can
claim a first in separate ways. Technicali-

ties, however, were overlooked in the rush
for promotion.

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TUBE HIDUSmr OUTLOOK
By C. J. HARRISON, Sales Mgr., Tube Div., Federal Telephone and Radio Corp.

/^OING to the top of a convenient hill

\J for the long view, the past year's ac-

tivities in the American vacuum tube in-

dustry look pretty good. The picture

yields a panorama of new achievement in

tube design, the development of new pro-

duction techniques, and an acceleration

in high powered tube sales which refutes

completely the contentions of those

prophets of gloom and sales recession who
held the stage only 12 months ago. The
signs are most encouraging.
At the close of hostilities the tube in-

dustry, long geared to a war-time pro-

duction, was not prepared to meet the

sudden over-night demand for tubes suit-

able for FM. There was a grand indus-

trial stampede. Everywhere, manufactur-
ers scampered about to get into quick pro-
duction with FM tubes. These tubes, of

course, are now available, and the mar-
ket affords FM types which are entirely

satisfactory up to 10 KW output, and 50,-

000 wattage also is being obtained by using
small tubes in multiples. However, a great

development work got underway during
the past year to achieve a suitable FM tube
of 50 KW. A great deal has been accom-
plished in the industry, although no FM
tubes of this rating have been announced
up to this writing.

•

Here in Federal Telephone and Radio
Corporation, manufacturing subsidiary of

the International Telephone and Telegraph
Corporation, we of the Tube Division are
interested primarily in the design and pro-
duction of the larger types of industrial

and power tubes, including FM. Naturally,
such specializing or concentration narrows
the activity to some six of the larger pro-
ducers in the industry. Speaking for our-
selves, and with particular regard for the
field of FM, Federal triodes are actually
exceeding their exacting specifications in

performance on the job. The tubes have
been subjected to rigorous and exhaustive
development tests for permanence of

characteristics, overload capacity and dur-
ability. We are recommending the air-

cooled triodes of 3,000 and 10,000 watts
per pair at 88 to 108 megacycles. So much
for FM.

In AM the biggest news relates to the
industry's new triodes for 50 KW trans-
mitters, with the thoriated tungsten fila-

ments, featuring lower filament power.

lower hum level and longer service life.

Rated conservatively, such tubes have the

electrical and structural design to with-
stand overloads.

In tube manufacture the seemingly
smallest details are a big factor in achiev-
ing a lasting performance. Most vacuum
tubes, designed for a given job, look much
alike. Still, there is a difference. It may
be a difference of no more than a hun-
dredth of one percent in the purity of cer-

tain raw materials used, or the difference

of a few thousandths of an inch on the

spacing of internal elements. Yet these

ordinarily unseen details mean much in

terms of tube life and performance, and
"Watch the Details" is fast becoming the
standard shop slogan of the industry.

•
As an old line tube company, Federal,

now in its 39th year, naturally takes a

deep interest in new developments in the

business, particularly in the direction of

the industry's improvement and welfare.

Although the idea itself is not precisely

new, relatively, it is a new departure in

the tube manufacturing business. I am
speaking of the merging of many of the

objectives of NEMA and the RMA. The
two associations have created a round-
table known as the Joint Electron Tube
Engineering Council which is composed
of representative engineers and techni-

cians from the memberships of both or-

ganizations. The aim largely is to develop
and establish product standards for the

vacuum tube industry, and eliminate du-
plication of effort. To achieve these ob-

jectives will greatly benefit both the in-

dustry and the tube user. One highly

beneficial result has been the data sheet

wherein the member manufacturers agree

to certain sets of tube specifications and
electrical characteristics, guaranteeing the

interchangeability of specific tube types

irrespective of the manufacturing source,

a very definite advantage to the tube user,

and enabling the manufacturers to avoid
the confusion and chaos of an earlier day.

•

The American tube industry is on the

march, continuing its effort to perfect new
manufacturing techniques, to make a bet-

ter product. Broadcast stations are obtain-

ing tubes of longer service life and at

much lower costs. The outlook is bright
for a big tube sales year ahead.
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HOW TO flppiym 11 FCC liceose
Official FCC Procedure for AM, FM and Tele Licenses

ANY qualified citizen, firm or group may
apply to the Federal Communications

Commission for authority to construct a
commercial standard (AM), frequency
modulation (FM), or television broadcast
station.

Licensing of these facilities is prescribed
by the Communications Act of 1934, which
sets up certain basic requirements. In
general, applicants must satisfy the Com-
mission that they are legally, technically
and financially qualified, and that opera-
tion of the proposed station would be in

the public interest, convenience and
necessity.

The licensing procedure is detailed in

Part 1 of the Commission's "Rules Relat-
ing to Organization and Practice and Pro-
cedure," while station operation is covered
by Part 3, "Rules Governing Radio Broad-
cast Services," and "Standards of Good
Engineering Practice."

This statement summarizes the consecu-
tive steps required in applying for au-

thorization to build and operate a com-
mercial broadcast station. The application
procedure is substantially the same whe-
ther the facility sought is AM, FM, or tele-

vision broadcast.

Selecting a Frequency
The Communications Act recognizes

broadcasting as a competitive industry and
invests the Commission with the responsi-
bility of allocating facilities so as to pro-
vide a fair, efficient and equitable distribu-
tion of radio service.

Standard (AM) broadcast stations oper-
ate on "local," "regional," or "clear" chan-
nels. Local stations are of 100 to 250 watts
power and serve smaller communities;
stations of 500 watts to 5 kilowatts cover
larger centers of population and surround-
ing areas; stations of 10 to 50 kilowatt
maximum power are for large area cover-
age, particularly at night.

To determine whether an AM frequency
is available for assignment in a particular

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area, it is necessary for the applicant to

have a channel study made by a compe-
tent engineer. The Commission's engineer-
ing personnel cannot undertake to make
such studies for prospective applicants.

An FM applicant must specify a fre-

quency available to the area intended to

be served. The Commission has tentatively

allocated geographic blocks of frequencies
to accommodate 3500 Class A stations

(community) and 1500 Class B stations

(metropolitan and rural) throughout the
United States. Except in the larger cities,

the demand for FM stations has not yet
exceeded the supply of available fre-

quencies.
Television channels are apportioned for

"metropolitan," "community" and "rural"
service.

Applying for a Construction Permit
Once a prospective licensee has decided

the type of station he wants to apply for,

the next step is to make application for a
construction permit. This application must
be in wriing on a form supplied by the
Commission (Form 301, "Application For
Authority to Construct a New Broadcast
Station or Make Changes in an Existing
Broadcast Station," which covers AM, FM
and Television broadcast). This form re-
quires information about the citizenship
and character of the applicant, as well as
his financial, technical and other ability

to construct and operate a station, plus de-

tails about the transmitting apparatus to

be used and proposed new service. Tripli-

cate copies are required, one of which
must be executed under oath or affirma-
tion.

Application Processing
Applications are, in turn, studied by the

Commission's Engineering, Law and Ac-
counting Department which make their

respective recommendations to the Com-
mission. The system of processing is so
designed that applications are considered
by different categories in the order in
which received.

If, upon examination of an application,
the Commission determines that there are
no engineering conflicts and that all other
requirements are met, the application is

granted and a construction permit is is-

sued.
Conditional grants are made to qualified

FM applicants subject to their filing, with-
in 90 days, of engineering details concern-
ing their proposed operation. If these
technical requirements are met, a construc-
tion permit is issued. FM and television
stations are permitted interim operation
with less than the prescribed power.

All construction authorizations are sub-
ject to approval of the transmitter site

and antenna system by the Civil Aero-
nautics Administration in the interests of

safety to air navigation.

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HOW TO APPLY FOR A FCC LICENSE

Hearings
Where it appears that interference

would be caused to another station above
the degree prescribed in the Commission's
"Standards of Good Engineering Practice,"
or if other serious questions are involved,
a hearing is usually required before a de-
termination can be made. Sometimes, also,

a hearing is necessary because two or more
applications request the same frequency.

In designating an application for hear-
ing, the Commission gives public notice
of the issues raised for the information of
the applicant and other parties who may
be concerned. Prior to the hearing, re-

quests may be made for enlargement of

the issues to amend the application, or to

permit other parties to intervene.
Usually the hearing date is not fixed

until after the applicant agrees to such a
hearing and has filed for his appearance.
It may, however, be designed in the origi-

nal notice. The notice generally allows the
applicant a period of 30 days or more in
which to prepare. Even after being desig-
nated for hearing, an applicant may find
it possible to satisfy the issues raised by
amending his application, especially if

there are engineering considerations.
Hearings are customarily conducted by

a Commissioner or an examiner. He has
authority to administer oaths, examine
witnesses and rule upon the admission of

evidence. Individual or partnership appli-
cants may appear in person or by coun-
sel, but corporate applicants must be rep-
resented by attorney.

Request for Argument
Within 20 days after the close of the

hearing, each party has the privilege of

filing proposed findings of fact and con-
clusions in support of his contentions.
After review of evidence and statements,
the Commission enters its proposed de-
cision.

In the event he wishes to contest the
proposed decision, the applicant and any
other interested party then has 20 days to

file exceptions and to request oral argu-
ment before the Commission. Oral argu-
ment is granted on request. After oral
argument the Commission may adopt,
modify or reverse its proposed findings.

In the event that no exceptions are
taken, the Commission issues an order
making its proposed findings effective.

Within 20 days thereafter, any party in-

volved may file a petition for rehearing.
Such a petition may be filed whether or
not the decision is based upon a hearing,
but the petition does not stay the pro-
ceedings unless ordered by the Commis-
sion.

Construction Permit

When and if an application meets statu-
tory and other requirements, it is granted
and a construction permit is issued. The
latter specifies a date for commencement
and another for completion of construc-
tion. A maximum of 60 days from date of

grant is provided in which construction
shall begin, and a maximum of 6 months
thereafter as the time for completion (or

8 months in all). Application to modify a

broadcast construction authorization, or
to make changes in an existing station, or
to modify a license, is made on the same
form (301) used in seeking initial con-
struction authorization. If the permittee is

unable to build his station within the time
specified he can apply on Form 701 ("Ap-
plication for Additional Time to Construct
a Radio Station"), giving the reasons.
Upon completion of construction, the per-
mittee can engage in equipment tests.

License

The final step is to apply for the actual
license. All applicants for broadcast li-

cense are required to fill out Form 302
("Application for New Broadcast Station
License") . Applicants must show com-
pliance with all terms, conditions and ob-
ligations set forth in the original applica-
tion and the construction permit. After
applying for a license, the holder of a

construction permit can conduct program
tests for a period not to exceed 30 days,

or any extension thereof. A station license

is then issued if no new cause or circum-
stance has come to the attention of the
Commission that would make operation
of the station contrary to public interest.

Standard broadcast stations are licensed

for the statutory limit of three years; FM
and television stations for one year. Ap-
plications for renewal of license are made
on Form 303 ("Application for Renewal
of Broadcast Station License")

.

Forms for Other Purposes

In the event that a construction permit
has expired, reinstatement may be sought
on Form 321 ("Application for Construc-
tion Permit to Replace Expired Permit")

.

If the holder of a construction permit
or license desires to assign the same to

someone else, he makes application on
Form 314 ("Application for Consent to As-
signment of Radio Broadcast Station Con-
struction Permit or License")

.

iShould the permittee or the licensee wish
to transfer corporate control, he applies

on Form 315 ("Application for Consent to

Transfer Control of Corporation Holding
Radio Broadcast Station Construction Per-
mit or License").
