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A SIXTH MESSAGE TO ALL CUSTOMERS AND FRIENDS OF THE RADIOLA COMPANY

Hello once again,it's time to announce the release of the latest Radiola Records. They were
chosen with care, keeping in mind your requests on Reaction Surveys sent in. Release #13 and #14
have been issued together in the first Radiola "Two-Set". Both records will be sold together. They
are packaged together and therefore cannot be sold separately. Because they are only sold together,
we can sell the two of them at a large discount (nearly 25%) over the price of two Radiola Records
sold separately. This Radiola "Two-Set" (and others we have planned) will sell for $8.95. The reg-
ular price for two Radiola Records is of course $11.90. The most important thing about our records
is what's on them, naturally. #13-14 is our first effort in the area of music during the heyday of
Radio. Music was, of course, on the air more than anything else. Live music that is, not disc
jockeys. I chose a form of program that was once extremely popular, but just isn't heard anymore,
anywhere. The Band Remote. A big name band, playing live, from a famous restaurant or nightclub,
gave us some of the best remembered sounds of the Radio Era. I've tried to make this, the first and
second of our "Music Series" releases a lot different from all the other "big band" records that
other companies have re-issued. I think you'll be pleasantly surprised when you hear these two
records (as usual, they each run a full hour, two hours total).

A11 the recordings on #13-14 are from live performances, not re-issues of 78 rpm records. This
album not only says "great music", it says "great radio" too. I picked tunes that you aren't likely
to have bought before on other records. Tunes that really say "big bands" and really say "Radio".
Even 1f.you have plenty of other "big band" albums, I'm pretty sure you've never heard anything
qu1te.11ke this before. Not only the music, but the announcers, the waiters, the drunks, and even
the first news bulletin of the Jap surrender interrupts the beginning of the Cab Calloway remote.

I chose not only the "swing" bands, but the "sweet" bands as well. Take a look in the latest
cqta]ogue (enc]osed) and I'm sure you'll see some names you recognize, and maybe a few you don't.
Give the first Radiola music effort a try, you'll see we're a lot different than what you might
expect.

Let's not forget Release #15, the 5th in our "Comedy" series. I picked an "Aldrich Family" show
from 193?, when the show was not only funny, but filled with human warmth too. In later years, per-
haps spoiled by success, the show became a zany situation comedy, out for slapstick laughs. "The
Aldrich Family" is a lot more refined on Release #15, I think perhaps the way you might remember it.
Funny? Yes, but a ot more too. On the other side, the very first show in the, "Life With Luigi"
series, starring J. Carroll Naish. Here too, broadcast almost a decade later, we can hear a comedy
shov with a message about human existance, as well as some funny lines. They're both shows you
won't want to miss.

The 3rd release in our "Horror Series", which has always been a favorite, is Release #16. The
famous "Inner Sanctum", with it's well known "creaking door" and "The Hermit's Cave" on the other
s1§e. Both shows from the 1940s, and both pretty good ghost stories. No rats, no ants, just
spirits from the world of the dead, dark and haunted houses and things that go bump in the night.

In my last message, I happen to mention that I found 2 boxes of Release #4 with no covers and
offered them at a bargain price just to get rid of them. Well, I never anticipated the reaction I
got. Although there were about 50 of these unjacketed records, they were sold out the first day:

I honestly didn't believe it. I know I wouldn't buy a record with no jacket, but I sure was wrong
about the bargain hunters among my customers. Mr. Kenneth Roberts of Westbrook, Maine wrote, "I
sent you a money order the day I received your catalogue...and I'm very disappointed". A lot of
other people were too, but we couldn't change the thousands of letters that had already been printed
which I hope will explain why many couldn't get this special offer. It wasn't a "come-on" to get
you to buy other records, I honestly never anticipated the demand. Although I clearly said, "I'm
offer1?g them as long as they last", I'm sincerely sorry to have disappointed so many.

YOE 11 note that this latest catalogue now contains Release #5 ("Sherlock Holmes" and"Mr. Cham-
g]eon ) once again. It's back in stock, this second pressing the same in every way except for the
jacket and the m1sspe!1ed word it contained. And while we're on the subject of errors on the jacket
my thanks to ana]d Richards of North Syracuse, New York who wrote, "let me be the 1000th to tell
you about a major error". Yes, there certainly were many of you who pointed out that the "FBI In
Peace And War" story on Release #11 was not on Mutual as we said on the jacket, but on CBS as the




announcer on the show states. I don't think Mr. Richards was the 1000th to tell me about it, but he

must have been close. A Tlot of you spotted our unbelievable (and unforgivable) mistake and brought

it to my attention. I sure will have to keep on my toes. With the return of #5 to the catalogue, |
all the Radiola Releases from #1 to #16 are now in stock and available. :

— Jerry Hoedema of Ypsilanti, Mich., James Dolan of Chicago, and Mike Levitt of Oak Park, Mich. all
commented favorably on our new idea of reproducing the jackets on the record labels. I don't know

of any other company that does it. Bill Strozyk of Phila., wants to know, "who the sinister looking
character on the jacket of #11 is, anyone we know?" Could be, Bill, could be.

Delivery continues to be a sore spot with many. dJohn Kash of Cincinnati "objects to the amount of
time to receive a shipment". J.E.L. complains, "I waited over two months". On the other hand, Mike
Bartholomew of Valparaiso, Ind. said, "shipping service was again extremely fast". Paul Phillippsen
of Rensselaer, N.Y. says, "you have the fastest service of any mail order firm I know of". I guess
Lady Luck determines whose record leaves the post office right away and whose is put on the shelf to
"age" awhile. Good luck to you all.

Bruce Bushman of Huntingdon Valley, Penna., wants to know, "what happened to the album of old
radio commercials"? Dan Guffey of Oceanside, Ore. wants to know "what became of the sports album
that was mentioned?" We're still planning all the projects mentioned previously, but the amount of
work involved in putting together a record 1ike #13-14 is tremendous. Please bear with us. °

Philip Werner of Corpus Christi, Tex.thinks a "dance band sampler" would be nice. "It would be
great to have a record that features selections from many top bands. You should favor the hits of
the bands that aren't heard too often". That describes #13-14 exactly Phil, you'1l find it just
what you wanted. Edwin Stonebuck of Fresno, Calif. mentioned in passing that he's 16 years old and
owns a 1935 Patterson Radio (but can you tune in Amos 'N Andy on it?). I wonder who the youngest
and oldest customers are? Let me know if you think you qualify. ¢

Robert Haber of New York had some good ideas about numbering the record itself, not just the
jacket. Unfortunately, doing that would mean an extra step in handling the pressings. That's some-
thing to be avoided as it causes more scratches, fingerprints, etc. He also wanted to know, "how
much is "appropriate sales tax"?" Sales tax MUST be paid by N.Y. State residents only, and it var-
jes from county to county within the state. In New York City, and most other places in the state,
it's 7% (44¢ per record). Tax is to be paid by customers in New York State ONLY. Please make sure
you send the right amount to avoid having the shipment of your records held up. DO NOT include tax
if the record is being sent OUTSIDE the state of New York.

To anticipate the question that I'm sure is bound to be asked, yes, Release #13-14 (the "Two-Set")
counts as "two" records when figuring up the amount to include for postage. You're welcome.

I'd also like to take the time to thank Robert Olson of Barre, Vermont, Gerald Saffioti of Houstor
Texas, Leo L. Riddle of Spruce Pine, N.C., Bob Quigley of Mechanicsburg, Penna., Irving Hale of
Denver, Rod Phillips of Norristown, Penna., Roger Engroff of Monona, Wisc., Norman E. Vogel Jr. of
Hightstown, N.J., Joe Crawfod of Placentia, Calif., Mrs. Elton Cunningham of Grants Pass, Ore., Fred
Goldrup of Lisbon Falls, Maine, Jeff Purser of Inglewood, Calif., Eugean Perriccio of Binghamton,
N.Y., Mario Monti of Bayville, N.Y., Thomas E. 0'Neill of Brockport, N.Y., and L. Wolf Jr. of
Arcadia, Calif. for the carefully thought out suggestions and comments. I want all Radiola custom-
ers to know that all Reaction Surveys are read carefully and are greatly appreciated. All the
suggestions for future releases are considered, so even if you've made the same suggestion before,
vote for it again. The more Reaction Surveys for any given show that I receive, the more I'm likely
to put out a record with that particular show on it. Don't think that just because you've commented
about something before, it's a waste of time to say it again. Definitely not.

My thanks also to the two dozen or so folks who have volunteered to write program notes. A list
has been made of all of you, along with your special areas of knowledge, and when the occaison
arises, I*11 get in touch.

Finally, I've saved the comments of James B. Weber of Norco, Louisiana for last. He writes, "Had
Agnes Moorehead used a present day Touch-tone phone, she'd have gotten the wrong number quicker.

And didn't Leinengen know about DDT? Seriously, I felt this was a biting drama." Just remember Jim,

those ants that Leinengen was fighting couldn't have been very smart, I guess they just didn't

"gnaw" any better. And if you 1iked that, I hope you'll "chews" some of our new albums. Ouch.
That's about it for this time (and that's enough). Thanks for listening...until next time.
